Commissioner Jones made a further 
report regarding the proposed extension 
of water mains to Spruce Lake at we :k- 
,ly meeting of the common council, which 
was held this morning. He said:

“In the report recently made by me 
on the west side water system, it was 
clearly pointed out that while there was 
an ample supply of water available from 
Spruce Lake for all purposes, the supply 
lines were inadequate for the maximum 
consumption demands, and as a conse­
quence many of the citizens on the west 
side of the harbor, especially those on 
the higher levels, have been at times 
wholly deprived of water.

"The remedy, as Well as the cost of 
installing the necessary facilities to im­
prove conditions, were fully set out ,n 
the report. It was suggested ti.-t the 
contents of the report be condensed so 
that each member of the council woi.d 
be enabled more readily to grasp the es­
sential features of it and thereby de­
termine for himself whether or not the 
conclusions reached by me were cor­
rectly stated and in the main justr>d. 
In doing as t have been requested. I 
think it would not be inopportune for me 
to say that in the year 1917, in accord­
ance with the expressed wish of the 
citizens, this council employed F. A. 
.Mclnnis, the chief engineer of the Water 
Supply Department of Boston, to make 
a report on the west side system. He 
strongly advised the construction of a 
36-inch reinforced concrete pipe from 
Manchester’s corner to Spruce Lake, and 
this view was also taken by Mr. Gold­
smith, the consulting engineer for the 
Board of Fire Underwriters who asked 
for this extension, more particularly for 
Are protection purposes.

The city engineer’s estimate for this 
extension is $357,400,. and the extra 
charges for interest, sinking fund and 
maintenance is estimated at about $24,- 
000. Added to the present charges the 
total annual charge would be $52,000. 
Our present revenue from the western 
side of the harbor is $50,900. The ad­
ditional revenue is estimated at $4,000 
from the Pulp Mill and $2,000 from other 
sources during the year following the 
completion of the extension, being a 
surplus of receipts of about $4,000. It
