MERCY DEAD

Sister Xavier was Known as
“Angel of the Tombs”—
Her Efforts for Prisoners.

New York, Feb. 17—The “Angel of
the Tombs’ is dead. The body of Sis-
ter Xavier lies in state today at the
Convent of Mercy, in Madison avenue,
while countless hundreds of convicted
men, past and present, grieve for the
passing of the gentle, black-rohed
woman: who for almost half a century
took spiritual—and sometimes material
comfort into the uninviting interior of
the Tombs Prison or within the grim
walls of Sing Sing.

Sister Xavier—she was born Mary
Xavier MoCaffffery—joined the Sisters
of Mercy in 1875. From the (first she
devoted her efforts to relieving the
troubles of convicted men, whether in
prison for,minor offenses or awaiting
the electric chair. She was known to
every court in the city, and’' many
judges today recalled successful pleas
she had made for first offenders. In-
variably, the fortunate ones went
straight under her influence.

SAYS THAT DRAFT
EVADERS CANNOT
BE PUNISHED

Federal Judge in Ohio Rules
That Statute of Limita-
. tions Saves the Unindicted.

Cleveland, Feb. 13—Thousands of
men who evaded the selective service
law during the World War, and are
free, are exempt from pinishment by
the govermiwent, under a ruling handed
down here'to by Federal gudge D.
C. Westenhaver, who declared the joint
resolution of Congress, which the gov-
ernment 'has relied upon to prevent the
operation of the statute of limitations
in- the prosecution of “slackers” and
draft evaders, is merely “an expression
of legislative opinion.”

Judge Westenhaver ruled that only
when indietments had been returned or
information had been filed before the
cxpiration of three years from the time
the alleged offense was committed
could the government eontinue prosecu-
tion against draft evaders.

The decision was handed down in
“the case against Charles Salberg of
Canton, who was indicted for failure
to register on June 5, 1917. Salberg’s
counsel invoked the statute of limita-
tions, arguing that the government fail-
ed to have Salberg indicted tntil Dec.
20, 1922, although prosecution was
barred under this statute after June,
1920.

after the expiration of the stat-
ed period of amnesty, he must be pre-
pared to pay the price in full, for there
will be no turning back upon this,

“Furthermore, it must be clearly un-
derstood .that there will be no meet-
ing for negotiations on the part of the
government with De Valera, Liam
Lynch or any of their collaborators in
destruction, male or female.”

(The amnesty period procleimed by
the Free State Government on Feb, 8,
as the result of Liam Déasy’s peace
appeal, will expire tomorrow.)

FORTUNE IN JEWELS
BURIED IN DEBRIS

A Six-Storey Office Build-
ing Containing $2,000,000
Worth of Gems Destroyed

[

New York, Feb. 17—A fortune in
gems, gold and silver, estimated at
$2,000,000 and upwards, lies buried in
safes in the’ smouldering wreckage of a
six-storey office building that was de-
stroyed by fire recently in Maliden
Lane, the jewel centre of the city.

More than sixty jewelers and silver-
smiths occupied the building. When
the walls and floors collapsed during
the height of the blaze, the safes were
sent tumbling into the deep cellar.

Experts said that the valuables un-
doubtedly would be found intact.
Meanwhile, bluecoats from ten police
precincts, and a hundred private police-
men were sent to guard the ruins.
Nearby streets were roped off to keep
back inquisitive crowds.

A dozen firemen and police officers
were injured in a back draft which
swept from the first floor, occupled by
a restaurant, when the fire fighters
broke their way through the doors.
Several were removed to hospitals with
minor injurles.

Historic St. John’s Church, erected
in 1768, separated from the burning
building by a four-foot alleyway, was
several times in danger. Streams of
water were played over the smoking
ancient walls, and firemen directed
other water attacks on the flames from
the windows.

The fire’s origin was not determined.
