“Furthermore, it must be clearly un­
derstood that there will be no meet­
ing for negotiations on the part of the 
government with De Valera, Liam 
Lynch or any of their collaborators in 
destruction, male or female.”

(The amnesty period procleimed by 
the Free State Government on Feb. 8, 
as the result of Liam Dèasy’s peace 
appeal, will expire tomorrow.)

President Cos grave’s statement 
shared public interest with the truce 
proposal of the "association of neutral 
members of the Irish Republican 
Army.”

gems, gold and silver, estimated at 
$2,000,000 and upwards, lies buried in 
safes in th^ smouldering wreckage of a 
six-storey office building that was de­
stroyed by fire recently in Maiden 
Lane, the jewel centre of the city.

More than sixty jewelers and silver­
smiths occupied the building. When 
the walls and floors collapsed during 
the height of the blaze, the safes were 
sent tumbling into the deep cellar.

Experts said that the valuables un­
doubtedly would be found intact. 
Meanwhile, bluecoats frpm ten police 
precincts, and a hundred private police­
men were sent to guard the ruins. 
Nearby streets were roped off to keep 
back inquisitive crowds.

A dozen firemen and police officers 
were Injured In a back draft which 
swept from the first floor, occupied by 
a restaurant, when the fire fighters 
broke their way through the doors. 
Several were removed to hospitals with 
minor Injuries.

Historic St. John’s Church, erected 
in 1768, separated from the burning 
building by a four-foot alleyway, was 
several times in danger. Streams of 
water were played over the smoking 
ancient walls, and firemen directed 
other water attacks on the flames from 
the windows.

BY DEFT OF COMMERCE

Washington, Feb. 17.—Despite the 
fact that sugar production this year is 
expected to fall short of consumption 
by 727,000 tons, Commerce Department 
officials predict that the surplus carried 
over from last year would more than 
offset the discrepancy.

Figures made public by the depart­
ment last Friday gave the estimated 
production this year as 18,308,000 tons 
and the estimated consumption at 19,- 
085,000 tons. The carry-over from the 
year previous was 1,203,000 tons, all 
but 476,000 tons, of which' will be used 
up, according to the department’s fig­
ures, by the shortage for the present 
year.

In a statement Dr. Julius Klein, di­
rector of the Bureau of Foreign and 
Domestic Commerce, pointed out that 
by incorporating the 1,203,000-ton sur­
plus of last year with the total “esti­
mated production” for this year, the 
total of available stocks is brought up 
to 19,511,000 tons, as against an esti­
mated consumption of 19,085,000 tons.
