4 Berlin, May 2.—Germany’s, latest re­
parations offer proposes that the sum 
total of her obligations in cash and 
kind under the Versailles treaty be 
fixed at thirty billion gold marks.

The German Government in a note 
made public here today simultaneous 
with its receipt by the Entente and 
Washington Govermhents proposes 
that twenty billions of the total be 
raised before July 1, 1927, by a bond 
issue at normal rates of interest on 
the international money market. Five 
billions would be raised before July 1, 
1929, in the same manner, and the re­
maining sum similarly before July 1, 
1931.
Her Utmost Capacity.

The note—asserts that Germany, in 
accordance with existing treaties, will 
also make payments in kind which are 
to. be credited to her account. The note 
expresses the Government’s conviction 
that the new proposal represent the 
utmost limit of Germany’s capacity to 
pay, and expresses grave doubt as to 
whether the offer does not exceed her 
ability in view of the heavy disloca­
tion and weakening of the Reichs eco­
nomic organization caused by the Ruhr 
occupation.

. J. M. Woodman, general superinten­
dent of the C. P. R. New Brunswick 
district, arrived in the city this morn­
ing after being/ out on the line day 
and night supervising the construction 
of temporary bridges, cribbing etc. 
over sections of the roadbed, which 
was washed away by the floods. He 
said that between Blagdon and Fred­
ericton Junction they had to erect four 
temporary bridges, while at mile 36.8, 
between Enniskillen and Hoyt, they 
had to span a gap sixty feet long and 
twenty-two feet deep. At mile twenty- 
one the water carried away a section 
seventy-five feet long and fifteen feet 
deep. Both these larjfe gaps 
spanned early last evening and the 
crew of men despatched to other 
scenes. A watchman left on duty, how­
ever, sent a rush call for Mr. Wood­
man an hour later notifying him that 
a section of the bank above the span 
at mile twenty-one *qs giving way 
and .he was forced to return there and 
have this section reinforced. This work 
carried them well into the night and 
this morning conditions along the line 
were reported to be in fairly good 
shape. Train No. 15 and a special from

The river at Indiantown showed 
more evidence of the freshet today and 
the water was at least a foot and a 
half higher than it was yesterday. At 
high tide the water was part way up 
the small square at the foot of Indian­
town hill and within twenty feet of 
Bridge street. Some of the warehouses 
along the river front had eight to ten 
feet of water in them. A small build­
ing at the head of the Lancaster-In- 
diantown ferry slip, used jointly as a 
waiting room and a store, was badly 
canted and it was feared that it would 
he washed away. A long rope was 
fastened to the chimney and a block 
and tackle attached and men were en­
gaged this afternoon endeavoring to 
.light it. The water was up about four 
fleet in the building and from appear­
ances part of the timbers supporting it 
l.aH-becn washed away or had become 
loose from the force of the water.

Patrons of the ferry were able to get 
to and from the boat by means of a 
long elevated platform, 
vated platform was also constructed 
from a point below Bridge street to 
the steamer Hampton over which pas­
sengers were able to board the steamer 
and freight conveyed back and forth.

freshet* has brought a* lot of 
old logs and debris down river and 
large quantities of it were floating 
about at the foot of Main street and 
along the lower end of Bridge street, 
which is completely under water.

Fredericton, Ny B., May 2.— Resi­
dents of this city and the flood swept 
vicinity along The St. John river are 
commencing today to take stock of the 
loss occasioned by the record-breaking 
flood conditions of the last few days.

The flood, which reached its crest 
last evening, has commenced to sub­
side very slowly. It will be days be­
fore an estimate of the damage can 
be obtained.

Fourteen highway bridges were in­
cluded amongst the number which 
have been swept away or seriously 
damaged during the flood in central 
and southern New Brunswick, accord­
ing .to a survey made this morning.
Some of the Bridges

Among the bridges carried away are 
the upper international bridge, above 
Milltown over the St. Croix river, 
known as the Baring bridge; the Me- 
duxnekeag mouth bridge at Wood- 
stock, and the Nashwaak, Durham and 
Penniac bridges over the Nashwaak 
river. In addition to these, the re­
ports show serious damage to the Red 
Bank bridge over the Miramkhl river, 
a seven span structure which was se­
verely damaged by içe and is now im­
passable; Clinch’s ' bridge at Mus­
quash, an old wooden structure; River 
dt Chute, Victoria county ; the John- 

sehool house bridge at Nappan, 
Nortumberland county ; the Marys­
ville steel truss span, and two bridges 
over the 
county.

The Meduxnekeag bridge was the 
first Of the large structures to be car­
ried away following the breaking loose 
of the flood on the St. John river early 
Monday morning. The Penniaq and 

Durhatji bridges followed «taring the 
course of the day, while the Nashwaak 
bridge was carried out Monday even­
ing. The Maine end of the interna­
tional highway bridge at Baring was 
carried out yesterday, while latest re­
ports today said that the Maine end 
of the bridge at Union Mills over the 
St. Croix river was carried away.
