STREAMS RISING PROFIT LATELY ! Mrs. Adam Murray, aged 73, living 
alone at Apohaqui, Kings county, died 
as a result of burns inflicted when her 
home was consumed about 9.30 this, 
forenoon. Strenuous efforts were made 
by the neighbors to Save the aged lady’s 
life, but when recovered from the 
burning building death soon followed. 
Mrs. Murray was childless, was a 
daughter of Edward and Mary Hamil­
ton, of English Settlement, Kings 
county, and leaves two brothers, D. J. 
Hamilton, merchant in the St. John 
City Market, and" Oliver Hamilton, of 
Aylesbury, Sgsk.

Dr. L. R. Murray, mayor of Sussex; 
George Murray, of Pearsonville, are 
nephews, and Mrs. Benjamin Northrop 
of Apohaqui, a niece. M. T. Gibbon, 
of St. John, and W. E. Lester, of Fair- 
ville, are also nephews.

Found in Bed.
Mrs. Murray was found lying on 

her bed semi-conscious and severely 
burned." Brought to open air and taken 
to a neighbor’s house, she soon suc­
cumbed. Later, when medical aid was 
forthcoming it was seen Mrs. Murray’s 
bums could not have been treated suc­
cessfully

It is supposed Mrs. Murray arose and 
lit her fire to warm the house before 
dressing Dosing off to sleep again, the 
assumption Is that the fire, however it 
may have originated, overcame her, ren­
dering her powerless. Another thought 
is that she may have had a lamp burn­
ing and overturned it.

Edward Erb and Havelock Wilcox, 
not being able to attract hci attention, 
broke into the house and could not find 
Mrs. Murray. Charles Folkins, Frank 
Moore and Carl Leonard went up on a 
ladder, and threw a pail of water into 
her bedroom, which dulled the flames 
and gave them the opportunity to get 
in. She was burned about the body, 
but her face and hair were untouched.

Resident 12 Years.
Mrs. Murray had been a resident of 

Apohaqui for 12 years. She lived most 
of the time alone through choice, 
though on occasion a girl kept her 
company, Mr, Hamilton of this city, her 
brother, said today he had not received 
word from his sister for a considerable 
time, and his own serious ill health pre­
vented his visiting her as he was wont 
to do in milder weather.

Mr. Hamilton left n sick bed this 
forenoon to go to his place of business 
and make arrangements for his sister’s 
burial.

Mrs. Murray was a devout Pres­
byterian and a kindly old lady beloved 
of the villagers. The fatality has 
caused a gloom over the peaceful little 
place.
The Sussex fire department sent word 

that if its assistance was required it 
would come, but this was not necessary. 
Albert Buchanan’s residence adjoining, 
owned by Mrs. J. Little, took fire, but 
was saved. Jones Brothers’ employes 
lent effective aid in fighting the fire.
