
wINANCIER COMING
WEST IN SUMMER

Has Promised $100,000 To­
wards Protestant Episcopal 

Cathedral at ’Frisco.

San Francisco, Cal., May 13.—Fol­
lowing his investment ot $10,000,000 In 
California securities, J. P. Morgan Is 
coming to the Pacific coast this sum­
mer, according to an announcement 
made here to-day. It is believed that 
his visit has significant bearing upon 
the stupendous financing that is being 
undertaken by Harriman for his rail­
road systems.

Harriman, it is learned, is going to 
make a trip to Europe in the near fu­
ture with the intention of bringing 
back $150,000,000 foreign capital for his 
ràiiroad. Morgan's connection 
this plan has not been made public, but 
it is understood that he is taking 
great interest in the project.

Another proposition which the great 
financier will interest himself in while 
in, Son Francisco is the contemplated 
érection-' of a 'Protestant Bpiscop&i 
cathedral here. It is understood that 
he has promised Bishop Nichols $100,- 
000 to be used for this purpose.

SEIZp SMUGGLED GOODS.

Customs Officials Find Large Collection 
on Oriental Liner.

San Francisco, Cal., May 13.—Piled 
in the offices of the United States cus­
toms officials in this port are Chinese 
silk and ivory goods sufficient to stock 
a fair sized shop. The goods are duti­
able articles seized by the officials on 
the arrival of the liner Korea from the 
Orient. When the big vessel reached 
here last night, inspector Sam Sackett, 
accompanied by inspector Enlow and 
Bennlger, clambered aboard. A diligent 
search of suspected passengers and of 
the several cabins, brought to light a 
very miscellaneous collection, including 
many valuable silk patterns, handker­
chiefs, ivory back mirrors and brushes 
and sandalwood articles. One passen­
ger had 19 pair of silk trousers sewed 
up in a heavy quilt.

SENTENCED TO FIVE
YEARS’ IMPRISONMENT

St. Petersburg, May 13.—M. Lopuk­
hin, former director of secret police, 
was convicted to-day of belonging to 
a criminal association.

FARMERS ABANDON
FIGHT AGAINST FLOOD

Efforts to Repair Levees on 
the Kerr) River Unsuc­

cessful.

Bakersfield, Cal., May 13.—Hundreds 
of farmers along the Kern river, who 
have been working night and day to 
prevent inroads of the water and the 
inundation of their lands, to-day 
gave up the fight and relinquished to 
the triumphant flood waters 10,000 
acres of wheat and barley lands.

A few in desperation are still fight­
ing the flood, but the breaks in the 
river levees grow hourly under the 
pressure of the water and the attempt 
of work to rebuild the levees tempor- 
airly has failed.

The principal loss so far sustained 
has been from inundation although 
some stock and machinery has been 
destroyed.

Farmers here declare that the trouble 
is traceable to the refusal of large cat­
tle owing firms to permit the farmers 
to repair the levees, before the melting 
mountain snow swelled" the river.

CANADA READY TO DO 

SHARE, SAYS STRATHC0NA
TROOPS CALLED TODISTRICT ATTORNEY

DIRECTING WORK e PRESERVE ORDER

Washington, May 13.—Tuberculosis 
in New York has increased 33 per cent, 
in two years, according to an assertion 
made by Nathan Strauss, of New York, 
in a letter read at the fifth annua! 
meeting of the National Association for 
the prevention of tuberculosis, which 
convened at the New Willard hotel 
here to-day.

Straus declared that his assertion 
was borne out by the official statistics 
of New York. The reason for this in­
crease, he said, was- tbs' dairy cows 
are neglected.. He said that the1 aboli­
tion of tuberculosis would begin 
only when It was made a crime 
to sell milk from tubercular cows, un­
less it had been properly pasteurized.

Homer Folks, vice-president of the 
association, presided at to-day’s meet­
ings. The discussions of the associa­
tion will continue throughout the 
week.

Indications That the Strike in 
Paris Will Soon 

Collapse.

Neighbors Believe More Discov­
eries Will Be 

Made.

Lord Milner Points Out the Ne­
cessity for Common 

* Action.

Paris, May 13.—Indications to-day 
Point to an ecriy end of the strike of 
the government employees. It is be­
lieved that normal conditions will be 
resumed before the end of the weel£.

A serious outbreak was prevented by 
the troops this afternoon when there 
was a clash between the Socialists 
and the Radicals and Nationalists in 
the chamber of deputies. Morel, 
Socialist, was hooted down by the 
Radicals and Nationalists when tw­
irled to address the chamber. There 
was a hot exchange of words between 
the opposing factions and Deput;* 
Blache, a Socialist, attempted to sta*’ 
a fight. He was expelled from tA» 
chamber and the troops called to pre­
serve order.

Two hundred postmen were forced 
to join the strikers -this afternoon. 
Delegations representing the strikers 
threatened the postmen with violence 
if they did not walk out.

The worst reports from outside the 
city are from Lille, where the strikers 
cut wires and damaged a number of 
telegraph instruments.

Mariposa, Cal., May 13.—Workmen 
engaged in digging for bones on the 
McCoy “murder ranch” to-dhy un­
earthed a plain solid gold band ring, 
with a letter “W” engraved on the in­
side. It was -found near the place 
where a skeleton, believed to be that 
of Samuel Wilson, who disappeared 
after a quarrel with the late owner of 
the ranch, was found.

This discovery convinced the auth­
orities that at last they have found 
the explanation of the mystery of 
Wilson’s death, which has been hid­
den for over 30 years.

Men are engaged to-day in digging 
up the whole place in Hie vicinity In 
search of more skeletons to add to the 
four already unearthed.

The secret tunnel leading from the 
cellar of the house to the well, about 
which the bodies of several of the vic­
tims were buried, was explored and 
was found to be a well constructed 
passage lined with stones.

Under direction of the district at­
torney a careful search is being made 
of the premises. The neighbors have 
taken up the work and many of them 
believe that more discoveries are cer­
tain to be made.

Many stories are being told of the 
eccentricities and peculiarities of Mc­
Coy. The older residents now say that 
there always was an air of mystery 
about him, and relate many instances 
which at the time led them to think 
that his mind was affected.

CRIMINAL CODE AMENDMENTS.London, May 13.—Lord Strathcona 
presided over a distinguished gathering 
in the Canadian annex of the Passmore 
Edward’s sailors’ palace, yesterday, 
and those present were Prince Francis 
of Teck and Lord*Milner.

Lord Strathcona, proposing the Do­
minion, referred to naval defence, and 
declared that Canada would not be 
wanting in taking her part in the de­
fence of the Interests and dignity of 
the empire.

Joseph Martin, responding, said there 
was nothing in the cry that no Eng­
lishmen were wanted in Canada. Re­
garding the navy, he believed that 
.here was no sense in having a Can­
adian navy. He desired a straight 
grant to the imperial navy for imperial 
defence.

Lord Milner referred to two points. 
It was not a question of Dominions 
supporting the Mother Country, he 
said. It was a question of the Mother 
Country and Dominions supporting tho 
empire, and, secondly, the necessity, if 
effective defence of the empire was 
desired, of some sort of common insti­
tutions.

NOT A BELIEVER 
IN PROHIBITION

KANSAS CITY MINISTER
EXPRESSES HIS VIEWS.

“ORATORICAL STEAM”
DELAYS PROSPERITY

Rev. Dr. Brady Declares Spir­
ituous Liquor Has a Right.J. J. Hill Blames the Tariff Ag­

itation for Present 
Conditions. Use.

Kansas City, Mo., May 13.—“When a 
man is personally attacked for a pub­
lic utterance upon a question of pub­
lic policy, it is time for those who 
think as he does to declare themselves 
and stand up and be counted,” de­
clared Rev. Cyrus Townsend Brady to­
day in commenting on the action of 
Rev. Wallace Short, in denouncing pro­
hibition legislation.

In an open letter to the public yes­
terday afternoon, Dr. Brady said in 
part:

“In vfew of the outrageous comments 
upon the entirely sane, reasonable and 
temperate sermon * of Rev. WaUaçe

legislative prohibition, that I am op­
posed to it as a theory and in prac­
tice. Tyie decalogue is made up of 
prohibitions, but the prohibitions of 
things which are so absolutely in­
trinsically wrong that there cannot be 
the faintest question as to their im­
propriety.

“In ethicpl content the command­
ments prohibit crime. I am nofc one of 
those who are prepared to say that it 
is a crime to drink a glass of wine, or 
a glass of beer, or that there are not 
circumstances , and conditions when a 
drink of whisky is proper. Spirituous 
liquor has a right use. It is the abuse 
that it to be condemned, dot the uses. 
In saying this I am quite aware that 
the earnest but misguided so-called 
temperance advocate will Immediately 
class me with the drunkard and de­
fenders of the low, immoral and ille­
gal saloons as already has been the 
case; itrts possible that some even will 
go so far as to say to me, as they have 
said to Mr. Short, that we take our 
position for what we can get out of 
it directly or Indirectly. I shall pot 
dignify any such charges by any dis­
claimer nor shall I in turn revert to 
the policy or practice of personal 
abuse. ’ ,

“The Master whom I serve made, 
drank and offered to others wine, fer­
mented wine. He ordained its uses in 
the most solemn sacrament in 
church He died to found.

“He did this on the evening before 
He died, when He kneW He was going 
to die, so that He did it in the most 
solemn moment of His life.

TOLSTOI’S BOOKS PRESIDENT TAFT’S

TRIP TO RE NORTH'

Declares Weak Person? Are In­
fluenced Evilly by Rus­

sian Author.

Wickersham of Alaska to prepare as 
soon as possible a complete itinerary 
of the presidental trip to Alaska this 
summer.

The blank is in four pages, the 
second and third being devoted exclu­
sively to condition of employment, re­
lations between white and Japanese 
employees, progress of Japanese and 
the employer’s opinion of the relative 
efficiency of the Japanese and whites.

“So far 
as the boulevard work is concerned it 
has been done away below the city’s 
estimate."

“If we have not the confidence of 
the council, and it looks like it, let us 
let out,” said Mr. Nelson.

“I am ready to get out now.” said 
the chairman. “I would hot humiliate
thyself by remaining. It is all right for 
the council to criticise us, but I won’t 
stand for dictation.”

“Your council have been doing too 
much work here with incompetent help 
and getting botched jobs.” said Mr.
