L#llooet, B. C., March 28.—Mr. William
Young, one of the owners of the Blackprd
mineral claim, starts for his claim on Cad-
wallader creek this morning. 1t is his 1n-
tention to start development work at once.
This claim is considered to be one of .the
most valuable on the creek; it lies next to
the Ida May mrineral claim, which bounds
it ‘on the souil:east. There are two distinct
ledges on the property, from three to nve
feet wide, and in some places eight feet
in width. The quartz is rree-millg, with
gold visible; the foot wall is porphyry and
the hanging wall is diorite; one or the>
ledges -is full' of  oxydized décomposed
quartz; samples of this assayed $130 to the
ton. Only a small amount of work has
been done on this claim at present, but it
is the intention of the owners thoroughly to
open. up the ledges this spring.

Mr. Robert Sparrow was in town last
week, and reports that the ledge on the
Minera!

The Names of the Ladies Who Are to be
Sent to the Yukon.
Government House, Ottawa,

March 26th, 1898.

To the Editor: It.may interest your read- .
ers to know that. the four nurses who ‘are
to form the first contingent sent ferward
for service in the Klondike have been ap-
pointed, and that the Dominion government
have kindly arranged that that they should
accompany the defachment of Canadian
troops, which is shortly to start for the
Yukon. The names of these ladies ars gs
follows: Miss ‘Powell, from Nova Scotia,
who is to act as district lady superintend-
ent; Miss Payson, from New Brunswick;
Miss ‘Hannah, from Toronto; and Miss
Scott, who came out from England some
years ago, and who has since been nursing
in or near Toronto.

All are highly competent in their profes-
sion and possess first-rate testimonials from'
leading physicians under whom they work-
ed., [They have had varied experience, ex-
temsling over several-years; are endned with |
gobd health, and go forth full of enthus- ;
fasm’ for the mission of relief to suffering @
humanity, to which " they are devoting
themselves. They are fully aware of the
hardships they will have to face, but are
not afraid of these and count it a high hon-
or to have been selected for this pioneer
work on behalf of their country in the name
of their Queen. The plan, as it is at pre-
sent contemplated, is for the nurses to ac-
conipany the soldiers all the way to Fort
Belkirk, the probable capital of the district,
and there to make their headquarter§. It
will be left to the.lady superinténdent to
decide how best to make the work of the
nurses most éffective under the medical men
on the spot, and these ladies, all having
experience, will be able further to develop
the work if found ‘necessary, and if funds ,
are forthcoming. !

The Roman Catholics have already bulilt
a hospital at Dawson City and sent nurs-
ing sisters to tend the sick there last year.
These ladies have been detained on their
way by, ice jams and have wintered at a
little Indian mission. ‘But they will pro-
ceed in the ®pring, and thus Dawson will
be in a measure supplied. - Rev. R. M.
Diekey, ‘the -Presbyterian  missionary-. at
Skagway, who has done such splendid work
during the winter, started a Union church,
where all denominations met for worship,
and erected a temporary hnospital, writes
urging the great and pressing need for
nurses, thanking the Victorian Order for its
prompt action, and speaking of the epi-
demics already beginning, and saying: ‘The
field is so vast and the need likely to be so
great that ones. sees openings at every
point.”
