RUSSIAN FLEET
PUTS TO SEA.

More Ominous Echoes from
the Far East.

China Preparing to take a Hand in
War—Japanese Ordered from
Russian Territory.

TOKIO, Feb. 4—Th Japanese com-
mercial agent at Vladivostok was noti-
fied Wednesday by the commander of
the Russian garrison that he might at
any time, in accordance with orders
from St. Petersburg, have to proclaim
a state of siege. Comnsequently he ord-
ered the agent to make preparations for
the events and departure of Japanese
residents. Should any wish to remain
they will be ordered to repair to Hab-
orvosk,

Japanese officials report marked mili-
tary activity in Manchuria. Houses
have been prepared at Lisoyang Haich-
eng Kaicho and other places for the
accommodation of the Russian soldiers.
Carts also have been requisitioned to
transport ammunition and stores.

Troops are steadily moving in the di-
rection of the Yalu and the Chinese re-
gidents of Ying Chou are preparing for

RIOTS IN KOREA.

SEOUL, Feb. 4—Serious disturbances
are reported in the country surround-
ing Tong Haik. Thousands of armed
men have declared that they are not
Korean subjects. The malcontents are
divided into three organizations. It is
thought that a general insurrection will
occur next spring. Foreign citizens at
various stations in the country have
confirmed reports that the Korean of-
ficials are pro-Russian and have asked
for the appointment of foreign officials
in order to insure their personal safety.
It is stated that the Russians now
claim that the Yalu River timber con-
cessions cover all branches,

CHINA WILL FIGHT.

LONDON, Feb, 4-—All the Russian
warships, extept one which is undergo-
ing repairs, are reported to have left
Port Arthur yesterday. Their destina-
tion is unknown,

It has been repeatedly intimated by
the authorities at Pekin, according to
the London Globe’s Shanghal corre-
gpondent, that in the event of China
abandoning Manchuria the powers
would be compelled to safeguard their
respective interests in the remaining
provinges, “regardless of
pseudo sovereignty.” The revolution-
ists, continues the correspondent, also
promise to raise a revolt in Kwangung
in the middle of February, and to exe«
pel the Manchus in the event of Man-
churia being abandoned. The dowag-
er empress ig said to be wavering be-
tween Russian offers of protection and
'the promises of other powers to sup-
port China against aggression. But,
the dominant party, it is asserted, is
preparing to strenuously resist Russia
and has ordered the enlistment of half
a million new troops and the massing
of regiments in the north. The court,
in the meanwhile, it is added, continues
its preparations for flight in Sian-Fu.

TOKIO, Feb. 4.—Another cabinet
meeting took place this morning. The
ministers will meét again this after-
noon, when the emperor will be pres-

ent.

ONE MORE DEAD
IN TRAIN WRECK

Conductor- Dunean Suceumbs
to His Injuries.

Graphie Description of Disaster by
St, John Survivor—Full Llst
of Injured.

Further particulars of yesterday’s
fatal accident on the I. C. R. show
that out of about forty persons on the
train only three or four escaped injury.
Most of those who could travel reach-
ed the city about four o’'clock this
morning, while others who were more
seriously hurt have been taken back
to their homes or are under treatment
at Truro, Moncton or Halifax.

Albert E. Barton, of 200 Waterloo
street, came to the city on this morn-
ing’s train from Halifax, and is now
in bed at his home. Mr. Barton was
the Dominion Express messenger on
the train which was wrecked at Mil-
ford yesterday, and was one of the few
who escaped without serious injury.
His body is bruised and sore all over,
from being thrown about iif the car,
but no bones are broken nor any severe
cuts sustained.

Speaking today of the accident Mr.
Barton said, “I was ‘n the second car
from the engine, that used for express
and baggage. Frank Bustin was with
me, and both of us were in the same
end of the car. Conductor Duncan
came in for some papers and just as he
closed the door the accident occurred.
It was so sudden that we had no time
to think of anything. The car seemed
to jump into the air, and after that
came the grinding and crashing noises.
‘We did not know just what was going
on, but I grabbed a trunk. The fall in-
to the ditch broke my hold and I was
bumped about among pleces of heavy
baggage. As the car went over the

.trunk of a tree broke through one side

and ripped away that side along with
half the roof of the car. When we
struck bottom at last I crawled over the
baggage and came out through the hole
where the roof should have been. Feel-
ing that I was not badly hurt, I at once
went to help the others. Bustin was
completely buried in a heap of trunks
and it was no easy job to get him
clear; After some trouble I had him
uncovered and we made him as com-
fortable as possible until further help
came. <Conductor Duncan was not,
seemingly, in such a tight corner as
was Bustin, but he had been thrown
about more, and when I got the bag-
gage off him it was easy to see that
he was very badly hurt. We lifted him
from the car to the ground and he was
removed later on a Sleigh.

“While I had been attending to the
two men who were with me in the bag-
gage car, other injured persons had also
been cared for, and in about twenty
minutes from the time of the accident
everyone was removed from the wreck.
There were lots of farm houses near at
hand and within a few minutes from
the time the train went off residents
began to arrive with sleighs, until there
were twenty or twenty-five people
helping in the work. The injured were
all carefully attended and shortly af-
terwards a train arrived from Truro
with doctors. Our engine had gone to
Shubenacadie for help,

“The whole train with the exception of
the engine and tender left the track,
but I don’t know which car went off
first. - The mall car was next the en-
gine and the three clerks in it escaped
without serious injury. That car is
leaning calmly against a tree at the
foot of the slope. Our car is on {ts side
with one side and half the roof miss-
ing, the second class coach stands up-
right with the trucks missing, the first
class is on its side, and the Pullman is
upside down.,

“None of us could even make a guess
as to the cause of the accident. We at
first thought it was due to a broken
rail or the rails spreading, but the
track was found to be in perfect condi-
tion. Then we looked for & broken
wheel, but the wheels were all right.
And for the accident itself it is impos-
sible to describe it. I just felt the lift-
ing motion of the car and then could
remember nothing more till I started
to crawl out over the baggage.”

A gentleman who came in from Hali-
fax on this morning’s train, said that
the wrecked train is in such a state
that he would not give twenty-five dol-
lars for the whole outfit.

CONDUCTOR DUNCAN DEAD.

HALIFAX, Feb. 4.—Conductor Dun-
can, of the ill-fated Intercolonial train,
died at one o’clock this morning, mak-
ing two deaths.

Dr. Campbell,who attended hlm,{{:old
the Sun’s correspondent that he never
rallied. His injuries consisted of a
fracture of the pelvis, a fracture of the
thigh, extensive bruises on the head,
and general bruises from head to foot.
The heroic conductor after he was
taken from the wreck, said to one of
the rescued passangers that he felt
sleepy. The reply was: “You may
feel better after a sleep.” “No,” he
replied; “this will be my last sleep. I
am dying.” The words came true and
Mr. Duncan passed away early this
morning.
