Another Wild Row in Carleton 

Last Night — Mr. McKeown 

Couldn’t Quell It

Mexican Tribe on the War Path 

Hold Up a Stage and Slaughter 

Six People. Conductor Duncan Succumbs 

to His Injuries.
More Ominous Echoes from 

the Far East.
Discontent Is rife In the ranks of the 

Carleton liberals. The row that oc­
curred a few days ago at the meeting 
called for the election of liberal chair­
men for Brooks and Guys wards pales 
Into Insignificance when placed beside 
the uproar that took place at the meet­
ing last night In the Odd Fellows’ Hall, 
Carleton. The Hon. H. A. McKeown 
was present, but his Influential pres­
ence did little to assuage the rancor of 
the meeting.

The meeting was called for the pur­
pose of electing a district chairman 
for Carleton. There were about sixty 
electors present, all sitting around a 
large table, with Mr. McKeown in 
their midst The meeting, which at 
the opening was orderly enough, lost 
all semblance of harmony at the pro­
posal of the name of Richard Haley 
for the chairmanship. Then the dis­
content became pronounced, some of 
those present going so far as to assert 
openly that they would have "nothing 
to do with It."

It had now become apparent that 
an attempt should be made to retain 
harmony In the liberal ranks, and as 
a compromise the name of Joseph Mo­
sher was proposed as a second chair­
man to sit alonfcr with Mr. Haley. This 
seemed to meet with partial approval, 
but was rendered Impracticable by 
some person getting up and propos­
ing a third chairman to watch the oth­
er two.

Then pandemonium reigned. The 
noise of discordant voices was heard 
for blocks. Mr. McKeown stood up 
and attempted to restore order. No 
one took any notice of him. 
made him dodbly angry and he raged. 
It wag some time before he succeeded 
In making himself heard, and then 
he told them that they must proceed a 
little more harmoniously If they ex­
pected to achieve anything.
, It was finally decided to make the 
district chairmanship a dual affair, 
and Messrs. Haley and Mosher were 
elected to the position. The meeting, 
however, terminated early, as the feel­
ing had become too bitter to permit of 
anything like business being done. It 
Is said that Mr. McKeown departed In 
disgust.

The uproar had become so loud that 
people all around heard It and In no 
time a crcfwd had assembled outside. 
The discontented straggled out one by 
one and some were heard to declare 
that they had had their All of it.

. Further particulars of yesterday’s 
fatal accident on the I. C. R., show 
that out of about forty persons on the 
train only three or four escaped Injury. 
Most of those who could travel reach­
ed the city about four o’clock this 
morning, while others who were more 
seriously hurt have been taken back 
to their homes or are under treatment 
at Truro, Moncton or Halifax.

Albert E. Barton, of 200 Waterloo 
street, came to the city on this morn­
ing’s train from Halifax, and Is now 
In bed at his home. Mr. Barton was 
the Dominion Express messenger on 
the train which was wrecked at Mil­
ford yesterday, and was one of the few 
who escaped without serious injury. 
His body is bruised and sore all over, 
from being thrown about lit the car, 
but no bones are broken nor any severe 
outs sustained.

Speaking today of the accident Mr. 
Barton said, “I was <n the second car 
from the engine, that used for express 
and baggage. Frank Bustin was with 
me, and both of us were In the same 
end of the car. Conductor Duncan 
came in for some papers and Just as he 
closed the door the accident occurred. 
It was so sudden that we had no time 
to think of anything. The car seemed 
to Jump Into the air, and after that 
came the grinding and crashing noises. 
We did not know just what was going 
on, but I grabbed a trunk. The fall in­
to the ditch broke my hold and I was 
bumped about among pieces of heavy 
baggage. As the car went over the 
trunk of a tree broke through one side 
and ripped away that side along with 
half the roof of the car. When we 
struck bottom at last I crawled over the 
baggage and came out through the hole 
where the roof should have been. Feel­
ing that I was not badly hurt, I at once 
went to help the others. Bustin was 
completely buried in a heap of trunks 
and it was no easy Job to get him 
clear. After some trouble I had him 
uncovered and we made him as com­
fortable as possible until further help 
came. Conductor Duncan was not, 
seemingly, in such a tight corner as 
was Bustin, but he had been thrown 
about more, and when I got the bag­
gage off him it was easy to see that 
he was very badly hurt. We lifted him 
from the car to the ground and he was 
removed later on a felelgh.

"While I had been attending to the 
two men who were with me in the bag­
gage car, other Injured persons had also 
been cared for, and In about twenty 
minutes from the time of the accident 
everyone was removed from the wreck. 
There were lots of farm houses near at 
hand and within a few minutes from 
the time the train went off residents 
began to arrive with sleighs, until there 
were twenty or twenty-five people 
helping in the work. The injured were 
all carefully attended and shortly af­
terwards a train arrived from Truro 
with doctors. Our engine had gone to 
Shubenacadie for help.

"The whole train with the exception of 
the engine and tender left the track, 
but I don’t know which car went off 
first. The mall car was next the en­
gine and the three clerks In it escaped 
without serious injury. That car Is 
leaning calmly against a tree at the 
foot of the slope. Our car Is on Its side 
with one side and half the roof miss­
ing, the second class coach stands up­
right with the trucks missing, the first 
class Is on its side, and the Pullman Is 
upside down.

"None of us could even make a guess 
as to the cause of the accident. We at 
first thought it was due to a broken 
rail or the rails spreading, but the 
track was found to be In perfect condi­
tion. Then we looked for e broken 
wheel, but the wheels were all right. 
And for the accident Itself It Is Impos­
sible to describe it. I just felt the lift­
ing motion of the car and then could 
remember nothing more till I started 
to crawl out over the baggage.”

A gentleman who came In from Hali­
fax on this morning’s train, said that 
the wrecked train Is in such a state 
that he would not give twenty-five dol­
lars for the whole outfit.

CONDUCTOR DUNCAN DEAD.
HALIFAX, Feb. 4.—Conductor Dun­

can, of the ill-fated Intercolonial train, 
died at one o’clock this morning, mak­
ing two deaths. »
