List. ЯPARIS, Nov. IS:—A worthy named 
Everard who was sentenced to penal 
servitude for life recently, deserves -a 
special nich in the temple of infamy.

His speciality was robbing beggars, 
and he only brought himself into the 
clutches of justice when he so far for­
got his methods as to murder two of 
his victims—a man and a woman.

"These are the only two I have ever 
killed," he said plaintively at the con­
clusion of his trial. And then he con­
fessed to his thefts. He began his 
career with the hypothesis that every 
beggar is an imposter—and generally 
a prosperous one.

He made his home in Calais and 
studied the movements of the beggars. 
He noted those who were possessed 
of wealth and robbed them in their 
rooms.

Everard carried out his thefts In the 
most bare faced fashion, knowing well: 
that his victims could not obtain re­
dress from the police without exposing 
their own trade.

He prospered. The beggars offered 
him a handsome share of their takings 
to leave them unmolested, but he pre­
ferred his own method. At last two 
of them offered violent resistance, and 
he was compelled to put an end to 
their career and thereby his own.

"The fight was in the winter of 
1880," says Corbett, “and In those days 
It was young Johnny Sullivan of Bos­
ton. Hill's stage manager, Tom Camp­
bell, liked the New England boy, and 
asked him if he would take a chance 
against Steve Tailor, who was then re­
puted to be the most scientific boxer In 
the United States. Sullivan answered 
in the affirmative, and the battle was 
arranged.

IN BOTH CASES

MEN STRIKE FOR
The steamer Clifton was totally de­

stroyed by Are early yesterday morn­
ing while tied up at Reed’s Point on 
the Kennebeocasis. The following par­
ticulars have been secured by tele­
phone:

The Clifton, with considerable freight 
on board, made her trip from St. John 
on Saturday, but on reaching McCor­
mack’s, on account of the storm and 
the darkness of the night, the captain 
decided not to attempt the narrow and 
torturous
morning. Accordingly the boat 
made fast for the night, and all hands 
turned in.

Shortly after three o’clock yesterday 
morning Captain Mabee was awaken­
ed by a difficulty In breathing and 
found his stateroom full of smoke. He 
hastily got into a portion of his cloth­
ing and started to search for the 
cause. -

He discovered that a Are had start­
ed in the vicinity of the boiler and ex­
tended to the engine room, the flames 
taking hold upon the lighter parts of 
the woodwork. He at once aroused 
the crew, and all hands set to work to 
extinguish the Are, but speedily found 
that all their efforts woulV be unavail­
ing in that direction so turned to save 
as much of the freight as could be 
readily got at

Fanned by the raging winds the 
flames made short work with the up­
per works, and the heat was so great 
that the mooring lines were burned off 
while yet only a small part of the 
freight had been landed.

One man in trying to save one of the 
small boats fell overboard and time 
was spent in fishing him out of the Icy 
water and bringing him safe to land.

Meantime the boat was adrift and 
another member of the crew was com­
pelled to jump overboard and swim 
ashore.

Driven by the high wind, the burning 
vessel drifted across the river and ran 
aground on Gondola Point.

It was Intended to lay the steamer up 
for the winter after Monday's return 
trip to St. John, and to proceed with 
the fitting of the new boat, the Hamp­
ton, so as to put her on the route next 
spring. The latter boat will probably 
be taken down river today to Receive 
her engines and final finishing.

The Clifton was not intended to run 
any more under the management of her 
present owners, 
the Hampton Steamship Company, of 
which Capt. Arnold T. Mabee is man­
aging director, 
twenty years old, and was valued at 
only a few thousand dollars, 
built at Hampton hi 18*6, her measure­
ments being : Length, 91 feet; beam, 18 
teet, and draught, 4 feet 4 inches. Her 
gross tonnage was 188; registered, 87. 
She was practically covered by insur­
ance.
