Your board was authorized at the
last annual meeting of the sharehold-
ers to issue bonds to the amount of
$300,000, in denominations of one hun-
dred, five hundred and one thousand
dollars payble in twenty .years from
the first day of May last.

MILITARY PLANS FOR
QUEBEC TERGENTENARY

OTTAWA, June 10.—The Militia De-
rartment has arranged with Quebec
Tercentenary commission for mobiiiza-
tion of 12,500 trocps on the Plains of
Abhraham during the Prince of Wales’
vicit next month. Militia orders will
be issued in a day or so providing for
the mogfjization. The Quebec City corps
will parade full strength and several
other city corps of Eastern Canada,
aggregating about 5,000 men will also
be sont to Quebec in full strength. In
addition there will be a number of
small detachmenis from other city re-
giments and one company of five offic-
ers and forty-thrae men frem each of
the rural regiments throughout the Do-
fminion. The various vists of the per-
mant corps will all be represented it
being the present intention to assemble
1200 from Canada’s standing army.

In
Goethe's “Faust” the stormy destiny
of humanity revolves round the pivot
of Margaret, Helen, Woman. Would
you describe the creator of Dorothea
the simple, Dorothea, the charming
Dorothea the self possessed, Dorothea
the unselfish, the modest, the true—in
a iord, Dorothea the womanly—as
having a low idea of woman? The
fact is, Goeth’ was, like a true artist,
ever seeking an equilibrium in his
jdeals of love and woman and never
attained it. There is something satis-
fying in his realized picture of the
smple though noble and virtuous Dor-
othea, but there is a more ethereal, &
more elusive figure—one more akin in
power and grasp to the goddesses of
heaven—attempted in the searchings
and questionings (failures though they
be) after female perfection in the fairy
flights -of “Faust."—Yusuf Ali in Con-
temporary Review.
