Today the same fogoes are at work that
were broaght to bear upon the church
centaries ago, thréatening her ruin,
Opposition will be found by the true
reformers in our day when attempts
are made to keep fast hold of the prin-
ciple, “the ehurch & spiritual body.”
If young Baptists will oail to the mast
head the marked distinctive principles
that were taught in the firet lesson o
the present course, we have no doubt
but in the after days they will have
much more sympsthy for such as
Montanus of 150 A, D.; of Novatian of
250 A. D, and of the Doostists and
other reformers of the eatiier centuries.
