London, May 1—Admiral Lord

The Hague, Netherlands, May 1, via

“The world will be astonished by the 
moderation of the German peace 
terms," said the General Anzeiger of 
Duzzeldorf, Germany, quoting in a re 
cent despatch from Berlin a statement 
given out to foreign correspondents ip 
Berlin. For several weeks it has been 
intimated that Germany might soon 
make another peace offer, and recent 
information from Berlin showed that 
Chancellor Von Bethmann-Hollweg 
was expected soon to make an an­
nouncement In regard to the interna- 
tional questions, although heretofore

Unofficial 
advices, however, were to the effect 
that strikes had been declared by 
munition workers In the Rhine prov­
inces, and that Essen, the home of 
isolated from the world.

Petrograd has again been the scene 
of disorder, fomented by opponents of 
the present government, in whiqh 
bombs were thrown and the troops 
were compelled bo fire on the rioters.
The disturbance took place Monday, 
but apparently it was short-lived, for 
a despatch from Petrograd on Tuesday 
announced that the Russian capital’s 
first May Day parade, in which a 
million persons participated, passed 
without disorder from reactionaries.

Uneasiness in England.

Germany’s intensified submarine 
campagne apparently is causing con­
siderable uneasiness in England. King 
George, it is announced, shortly will 
issue a proclamation asking the peo­
ple to cut down their consumption of 
foodstuffs by 25 per cent, owing to the 
gravity of the situation.

In parliament various members are 
harassing the admiralty by demanding 
that it make public the exact number 
of boats sunk by submarines, among 
them Ix>rd Beresford, who declared 
that the losses were appalling .

Two more steamers have been sent 
to tile bottom by the undersea boats— 
the British steamer 13&f.iarat, with 
troops hound from Australia for Eng­
land, and the steamer Gorizia, flying 
the Uruguayan flag. All the troops 
on board the Ballarat and the crew 
of the Borizia were saved.

Except for violent artillery fighting 
between the French and the Germans 
along the Chemln-Des-Dames and In 
Champagne, and the repulse of strong 
Gorman counter-attacks against posi­
tions the French captured from them 
Monday near Mont Haut, the situation 
along both the British and French 
fronts in France remains unchanged.

For several months a controversy 

has been in progress in Germany as to 
the aims of the war. The Socialists, 
vigorously opposed by the pan-Ger­
mans, are urging a clear statement of 
Germany’s peace terms, on the basis 
of no annexations or indemnities. The 
chancellor was recently reported to 
have decided to defer definite formula­
tion of peace proposals.

The announcement of the chancel­
lor’s plan to make a peace offer on 
Thursday Is given added weight by the 
fact that it appears in the Tageblatt, 
one of the most widely circulated Ger­
man newspapers.

London, May 1.—Lieut. Gen. Jan 
Smuts, who was relieved of the com­
mand of the British forces operating 
against the Germans In German East 
Africa to attend the imperial confer­
ence, received the freedom of the city 
of London today. Gen. Smuts said. 
“The United States entered the strug­
gle because like us, she recognized 
that universal liberty was at stake. 
Our ideal is to be free to build up our 
country under peace conditions.

“We cannot do that while the terror­
ism of militarism overshadows us. The 
end of the struggle is coming nearer, 
there is no doubt about that. There 
are difficult anxious and dangerous 
weeks ahead which will apply a severe 
test to the allied nations as ever has 
been applied, but I have learned the 
spirit of our armies and know that it 
is magnificent in its confidence to car­
ry the struggle through to a victorious
