RAMPARTS
ARTHUR A

Japs Slain by Thous-
ands.

Official Account Tells of Ter-
rific Struggle at Last As-
sault---Sinking of Russian
Fleet Will Not Change Ro-
jestvensky’s Plans.

Headquarters of the Japanese Third’
| Army Before Port Arthur, Nov. 28, via
i Tien Tsin, Dec. 9—(HEditors: Probably
The general assault on Port Arthur,
! which began at moon Nov. 20, is still--in
progress. In the first series of assauits an
attempt was made to capture the forts at
Rinlung and Kekwan mountains by pene-
trating the principal line of fortifications
surrounding them, and to envelop the city
from the east. At the same time a strong
force pushed up the gorge of Shishi Valley
between two fortified ridges and attacked
the supporting fort in the rear of nvest
Riilung mountain, officially called Sungshu
mountain, with the intention of enve.oping
the city from ‘the west.

The attempt failed aiter the most furi-
ous fighting that has been witnessed since
Port Arthur was invested. The fighting
lasted from noon of Nov. 26 until after
dawn of the following day wwithout cessa-
tiem.

Rifle, rapid fire guns and machine guns
blazed from the Russian position, where
advances were made in ‘the open. The
men went down by hundreds. The forts
were belching smoke and bursting shells.
and the rampant walls were black with
assaulters, who on meaching the crests met
with an awtul fire from within the vorts,
which swept down line after line of Jap-

anese.

The determination and fury of the Jap-
anese assaults were equalled by the sbub-
bornness of the nesistance of the Russians.

On the eastern extremity of the line the
Japenese made an assault in an attempt to
capture the Russian trenches sitma'ted
midway on the slope of east Kekwan
mountain.

Japs Mowed Down by Hundreds.

The Japanese paralleled some thirty-ive
! yards of the Russian trench line, and an
entife regiment charged across, the men
falling by hundreds before the awiful fire
of the Russians. But still more men came
on over the bodies of those who had fallen
and by sheer weight of numbers they
reached the tvenches, iwhich they captured
at the point of the bayonet.

The assaulters succeeded in holding some
eighty yands of the trench in front of the
parailel, but their efforts to rush the
trench line east and west was a failure,
owing to the impassable burning pits which
filled the whole space of the trench om
the northern side, as well as to the fact
that their progress 'was barred by the fire
of the Russian machine guns.

At 6 o’clock in the evening a furious Rus- |
sian counter attack drove the Japanese
back to the parallels with great Joss.
| At 9 oclock the Japanese again ¢ap-
tured the same portion of the trench, and
made desperate but unsuccessful efforts to
cross the pits.

The awful struggle continued wuntil 2
in the morning when the Russians again
counter-atacked and nvecaptured the
trench which was piled with dead bodies
For over thirty yards between the trench-
es there was a veritable shambles.

The first attempt to rush the fort on
the northern portion of Kelwan mountain
was made at 1 o’clock in the afternoon |
when the assaulters swarmed up the ram- f
part wall from the moat and met with an
awful fire from within and from the Chin-
ese wall in the rear of the fort.

Ramparts Black With Bodies.

As the result of the first assault the
rampart walls were black with bodies. In
the seccnd assault the Japanese succeed-
jed in gaining a foothold in the interior,
| where the defences were bomproof, with |
' raised lines of protected trenches in the
rear of the fort where the machine guns
swept the front of the fort and the walls.

The assaulters attacked the bomproof
i maze, where the fighting was hand-to-hand
! with bayonets and grenades.

At 3 o'clock in the morning the Japan-
| ese succeeded in establishing a trench line

i

! within the ramparts which they still hold.
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t:ort, proved a failure but portions of the
fort were temporarily occupied.

Defenders Annihilated.

The defenders were annihilated or were
unable or unwilling to retire and fought
to the last breach.

In the meantime a strong force of Jap-
anese attempted to pierce the line of
works east of the fort but they iwere
unable to make progress.

It was marvelous how the Russians were
able to strengthen their line of defence
at points of attack.

Another attempt was made to pierce
the principal line of fortifications sur-
nrounding the rear of the eastern part of
Pantung mountain, where, after four fur-
ious attempts a emall body of Jap-
anese succeeded in getting through the
wall and in establishing themselves on the
lower slopes of Wantai Hill.

‘Lhe effort of the assaulters was made
at midnight, asisted by artillery which
covered the slopes of Wantai hill with an
avalanche of ehells, The Japamese finally
established a trench line five yards in
front of the line of fortifications which
they mow occupy. Tine rorces are engaged
in throwing dynamite grenades at each
other.

In the first asasult against the fort on
the eastern part of Rihlung mountain the
Japanese were unable to gain a foothold,
though their artillery made the interior
forts a seething cauldron of bursting shells.
The attempts which wwere finst made to
rush the western part of ‘Rihlung moun-
tain, officially called Sungshu mountain,
also ended in failure.

At 9 oclock at might a force of 2,000
volunteers from the right division pushed
up the go-rge'between the two fortified
rides and attacked the supporting fort of
Sungshu mountain, which is a short dis-
tance outside the western confines of Port
Arthur with the intention of enveloping
the city from the west and also for the
purpose of assisting the assaulters of two
Rihlung mountain forts. This force reach-
ed the font hill and engaged a strong force
of Russians upon its slopes in a hand to
hand encounter which Jlasted for two
hours. At the same time the Japamese
assaulting the east and west Rihlung forts
made desperate attempts to rush the in-
terior of the forts. They gained: the ram-
parts, inside which they established trench
lines.

An Awful Hand to Hand Struggle

The east Rihlung fort is the largest and
strongesti of the three forts. It has upper
and lower levels. The lawer levels iere
the scene of the most awful struggle,which
lasted from 10 oclock until midnight. The
struggle was absolutely hand to hand. The
defenders of the greatest part of the bomb-
proofs on the lower levels of the fort were
annihilated and the sections and crosssec-
tions of the bombproofs were piled with
cerpses.

The Japanese gained practically the
whole of the lower section of the fort but
were mowed down by machine guns and
rifles when they attempted to assault the
higher levels.

A similar struggle was going on all the
time in the west Rihlung fort where the
arrangement of defences was the same.

At 11 o’clock a desperate effort was made
by the Japanese to push a force up the
gorge beuween the east Rihlung fort of
Sungshu mountain, but again and again
this force was repulsed.

The struggle in the two forts was con-
tinued until dawn when the assaulters
were compelled to retire to thein trenches
established inside the parapet walls which
they now occupy.

The fighting of the afternoon and might
was the most desperate and sanguinaTy
since the siege began. The opposing fqroes
were so close together that only the fort
walls or a few yards of devel ground sep-
arated them. The #truggle from start to
fnish was at close quarters, with bayonets
and grenades and wifles used as clubs.

At dayiight on Nov. 27, quiet reigned.
and the silence during the day was broken

rifle fire at pomts along the fortified ridge

where the forces were far enough apart to

use their rifles.

Japs Loses More Than Total at
Nanshan.

London, Dec. 10—According to the
Morning Post’s Shanghai despatches, the
Port Arthur forces, with the exception of
those manning the forts, have already re-
treated to Laotie mountain.

The Japanese casualties at 203 Metre
Hill alone exceeded the total of the battle
of Nanshan, acconding to ‘the Daily Mails
corvespondent.

Nogi's Two Sons Killed.

Headguarters of Third Japanese Army.
Dec. 7, via Fusan, Dec. 9—On the morning
of Dec. 3, the Russians granted permission
to the Japanese to gatner their dead and
wounded from the eastern fort ridge fight
of Nov. 29. Yesterday the same concession
was asked by the Russians concerning 203
Metre Hill. The request was granted, but
the privilege was withdrawn today.

The battleship Retvizan and the
turret whip Poltava sunk. The cruiser
Bayan has been beached. The other ves-
sels are making no effort to escape.

Port Arthur Short of Rations.

Headquarters of the Third Japanese
Army, Before Port Arthur, via Fusan, Dec.’
9—Two Russian officers captured at 203
Metre Hill, ene belonging to the navy and
the other 'to the army, are being treated
avith ithe greatest courtesy by the Japan-
ese staff, in consideration of aimilar treat-
ment accorded to Japanese officers cap-
tured by the Russians.

Special arrangements-have been made to
transport the officersitto Japan. This is
taken as an indication’ of tthe dieposition
of both sides to end ‘tive ferocity character-
izing the fighting for amonths past, during
which quarter was ‘'meither asked nor
given. -

Russian prisoners meport that the food
supply of the garnison s insufficient.

The Japanese regard the refusal of the
Russians to accept an armistice which has
been asked for and gramted for the pur-
pose of gathering the killed and wounded
on 203 Metre Hill, as the overruling of the
humane desire of General Stoessel by the
officers commanding the forts, It mwas
feared by ‘these officers, ihe Japanese
ithink, that their men would desert and
give the Jamanese the advantage of infor-
mation regarding the forts.

Russian prigomers meport fthat General
Stoessel’s order was overruled by the gar-
wison commanders.

Togo Confident Now of Defeat-
ing Baltic Fleet.

Tokio, Dec. 9—5 p. m—Considerable
astonishment is expresed here over the
fadt ‘that the Russians in no way resisted
the disabling of the Port Arthur fleet. In
cerltain quantens ‘the opinion fis entertained
that 'the Russians opened the sea cocks
of the vesse's o as to Lessen their ex-
posure to the Japanese fire. The recent
cessation of mine clearing was taken as
evidence that 'the fleet did mot intend to
mak a sortie. There was mo sign of life
on ‘the Russian ships during the bombard-
ment, and from this fact it is concluded
that the bluejackets took refuge on land,
or Ithat 'they are engaged in 'the land de-

With the Russian second Pacific squad-
ron approaching, those in Tokio canmot
comprehiend the failure of the Russians to
die hard and to inflict all possible damage
on ithe Japanese fleet, even at the cost of
nweakening ‘the effective garrison.

-The reports of |
the sinking of a number of Russia’s ships, |
of which the admiralty has no confinma-
tion, however, causes a feeling of extreme
sadness in high naval circles, where the
plans of Rear<Admiral Wiren (the com-
mander of ‘the Port™ Arthur squadron)
were known.

It eecms ineredible that when it became
apparent that the shirs were under fire of
the Japancee gums that they were not
itaken out and sunk in deep water, where
‘they would be beyond 'the possibility of
saivage. The only way in which the offi-
cials here can accourt for the failure to do
80 is that Admiral Wiren was confronted
b‘ conditions of which the admiraity is in
fenorance. !

Captain Clado’s campaign in the Novoe
Vremya against the admiralty and in fa-
vor of sending out the Black Sea fleet, ir-
respective of treaty considerations, prom-
ises 'to have wa sensational sequel. 'The
captain 'has gone to the length of not only
ariticizing the admiralty, but the Grand
Duke Alexis, the high admiral. It i an-
nounced . at ‘the admiralty that Captain
Clado’s action is intolerab’e, and that he
will be arrested for infraction of discip-
line. The captain is one of the witnesses
detached from Viee-Admiral Rojestven-
sky’s squadron ‘o appear at Paris before
the international commission which is to
inquire into the North Sea incident, but
his punishment will only involve confine-
ment in a guard house for two weeks, and
therefore will not interfere with his at-
tendance at Paris. ¢

Tokio, Dee. 11.—4 p. m.—The battering
by the Japancse of the Port Arthur fleet
continues and there is little ground for ex-
pecting that ever again will it engage the
Japanese. . The battleship Sevastopol con-
tinues at ancher outside, but possibly re-
turns to the harbor at night and anchors
irside the outer boom, which protects her
from torpedo boats. The recent heavy
weather has given added protection to the
vesszl. :

Naval experts are discarding the theory
that the Russians themselves sank any of
the ships and the fact that the vessels
first showed lists while in expcsed positions
and the efforts made to save the Sevastopol
are regarded as conclusive eveidence against
the theory of their being sunk by the Rus-
sians. A majority of the sunken warships
lie headed ncrthward. They received the
bulk of the fire across their port sides and
the fact that at least two of them showed
lists to starboard gives rise to the theory
of Japanese shells exploding inside the
ships and against the starboard armor,
driving the armor outward and causing
leaks.

In order to end the future availability
of the Russian warships the Japanese con-
tinued to drop shells into the sunken
hulks. The whereabouts of the torpedo
boat dcstroyers continues doubtful, but it
is thought they are sheltering outside the
harnbor. ‘I'he weather prevents a good cb-
servation being made but the Japanese are
sending a seaiching fire into nooks which
are not ckservablé frcm 203 metre hill-and
other heights. The observers report a
number of tugs, launches, dredgers and
smal craft anchored near the hespital ships
in the west harbor, where they evidently
have gone for the purpcse of obtaining
protection. It is suggested that the be-
siegers notify Lieut. General Stoessel to
separate these vessels from the hospital
ship or take the consequences. The Jap-
anese are exercising care to avoid hitting
the hcspital ships which frequently are in
the direct line cf fire.

More Damage to Port Arthur
Ships.

Tokio, Dec. 10—The commander of the
Japanese naval guns at Port Arthur re-
ported at 9 o’clock Friday night as fol-
lows:—

“Our bombardment today resulted in
five hits on the Pobieda (battleship), and
seven on the Bayan (armored cruiser), set-
ting her on fire and causing 125 degrees list
to port. She threatened to keel over at
high: tide.

The upper decks of the Retvizan and
Poltava are submerged to the foot of the
conning towers. )

“The Pallada (protected cruised) is list-
ing considerably to port and the Pobieda
to starboard, both exposimg their hulls be-
low the waterline. At high tide a position
of their upper decks seem to be sub-
merged.

“The Peresveit (battleship) at high tide
has her stern work and fore torpedo tubes
submerged.

“The Giliak (gunboat) is lying close to
and near the southern base of Pelyu moun-
tain. She 'has listed twenty degrees, is
evidently badly damaged, and is resting
on the bottom.

“The Sevastopol (battleship) left the
harbor at dawn and anchored, evidemtly
for <the purpose of escaping our bombard-
ment.”

Think Russians Sank Their Own
Ships.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 10—The statement
that the Russian wanships at Port Arthur
were sunk by the Russians as a protec-
tion from the Japanese gun fire is regard-
ed here at the admiralty as being quite
possible. If true, it is interpreted as a
sing that Goneral Stoessel believes the
fortress can hcld out until the arrival of
the secoud squadron. The supposition is
that the garrison as a last resort will re-
tire to the Liaoti forts. If succor should
come, the ships could be raised. Consid-
