The Honourable Sir Mackenzie Bowell, Presider.t of the Queen's Privy Council
for Canada, presented to the Senate,-The Reglations relating to the Education of
Indian 0hildren as required by Section 12 of Chapter 32, 57-b8 Victoria, the regiula-
tions made by His Excellency the Governor General in Council in virtue of the
powers conferred upon him by sections 137 and 138 which are added to the Indian
Act by Section 11 of Chapter 32 of the Acte 57-58 Victoria.

Ordered, That the same do lie on the Table, and it as follows:-
