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When I read a copy of the Bruns- 
wickan this year, I am amazed at 
the number of organizations which 
exist.

Granted, 
the Glee and Choral clubs, while | 
most beneficial to singers, tend in 
no manner to give assistance to 
those interested in the mechanics 
of modern or classical music. It Is 
not expected that a student should 
find some foreign, long-haired pro­
fessor teaching the rudiments of 
counterpoint or harmony, but it Is 
expected that he can listen to some 
good music on a Sunday afternoon if 
he so wishes.

Generally speaking, people of uni­
versity calibre need not be forced to 
realize the advantages of at least 
a few basic musical facilities. When 
we consider ourselves the second 
largest university In the Maritimes, 
and virtually the only one without 
a Conservatory of music: then the 
question assumes alarming propor­
tions.

This term, however, a small but 
determined group have decided that 
the time is ripe for just stitch an or­
ganization.
