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and of meml countries in Sur ope. A important investigation into
wholesale and retail prices, and the cost of living, was another inquiry 

pursued under Mr. King's direction. Of the aeasures introduced by him 
in Parliament, and which are at present part of the lav of the Dominion, 
the most important is what is known as the "Combines Investigation Act”, 
which contains the provisions under which monopolies, trusts, mergers 

and combines are regulated and controlled in Canada. This measure was 
the subject of keen debate In both the Gemmons and Senate of the Dominion 

Parliament at the time of its introduction, but Its provisions were 
passed practically as drafted and have mot since been amended. Mr. King 
was also the author of legislation for the suppression of the opium traffic 
and the sale of morphine and ether drugs.

In IMS Mr. King was made "C.M.O." (Conpanion ef the Order of 
St. Michael and St. George) by the late King Bdsard HI in recognition 

of hio publie services. Later he was Selected by the Imperial Government 
ae one of the British delegates to the International Opium Conference 
which met at Shanghai, China, in 1108, presided ever by Bishop Brent sf 
the United States. In 1910 he was chosen a Fellew ef the Royal Society 
of Canada, and in 1911 was made the President ef the Ontario Reform Ace©- 
elation, whioh position he still holds. Havii* been a Cabinet Minister 
in a Canadian Administration, Mr. King remains a camber ef the Privy 
Council of Canada for life.
