of his death portrayed the quest of his soul.

The world, in these days of sxmxiety end uncertainmty,
will greatly mourn the loss of one whose personality and
patriotism did so much to unite the Crown amnd the people im
bonds of mutual confidenmce and affection. It will, however,

' recognize as & logesy to all mankind, what it mow vecalle of
his kingly and heroie Jeadership of his country inm times of
peril; his rigid regard s & sovereign for constitutiomsl practioce
and procedure: his never-failiag solicituds for t.e wellebeing of
his subjects; his democratio sympathies and bebaviour, and his
exemplary ‘porsoml 1ife.
