track was followed for some days along the
banks of the Red Deer River, and ultima.
tely they discovered a hut in a little grove
of spruce trees, A BqUaW \Was found there-
in, & Dog rib woman, and of marvellous
beauty, Her story was as follows : Some
{w!ore she had, while on a bu‘ntiug
ition, been taken prisoner by &
°xp.dloi :&thnbascu, herp husband and
two babies being murdered. She became
the slave, and vltimately the wife of her
eaptor ; and lived long on the banks of the
Lesser Slave Lake. Finally in the spring
time, she escaped with a cauoe, and wan
dered many hundred miles in search of
her people; but finding that there was no
hope of being restored to them, s!m had
built & shanty in the woods, and lived by
snaring animals forhar food and dress. Her
heroic endurance, and splendid courage,
alone enabled her to escape the perils to
which she had been exposed ; and now,
when recnptured by the enemies of her
le, she was found surrounded by all
the comforts known to the Indians. After
telling her sad story, the woman threw
Lerself upon the white Chief's generosity,
and was brutally repulsed.
