Ard that some s:ch document as the
eddseis of the Eplecopal Swnding Com
mittee was cxpecied by the great body of
the Irish people is further proved by the
fact that during the entire perlod wken
the divorce proceediogs were so painfully
fixing men’s attentlon, no accredited
organ In the Netlonallst pre:s ventured to
say that Parnell, dishoncred, should con
continue to be the leader «f a Catholic
pation proverbially chaste apd cherlshing
the eanctities of the home, Mc:. Parnell
perfectly understcod thls when he
commistloned Michael Davitt to sesure
the Irleb Archbisbops and Biehops of his
innocence. And that he fally eppreciated
the position of the Irish bishops ard prieste
in the Natlona! struggle {s sfforded by the
testimony of the present Archbithop of
Cashel, who, at & wemorable aseembly
held in Kildare, about mid.October, 18585
in pretence of the Archbishop of Dablin,
of several other prelates, of Mr, Parnell
sud others,—members of Parllament,
clergymen, and leading gentlemen from
the surrounding covnties—gave au hlstor.
Jeal account of the begluning of the Land
League movement ucder Mr Parnell’s
direction. He effiraed that Me. Parnell
came to h!m ard dec'ared, in view of the
incalculable importauce which tbe new
agitation seemed likely or certaln to
attain, that he was unwilling to take a single
step without securing the sympathy and co
operation of the Bishops and priests of Ireland
'y'nis dlscouree, and Mr. Parnell’s corfirm
atory reply, were mace in the besrlug of
the autuor. (Life of John McHale,
Archbishop of Tuam.—N Y,,1890)

The letter of Mr. Gladstone, catling for
the withdrawal of Mr. Parnell, taken
together with the verdict of the divorce
court, seems to have disturbed the ueual
equanimity of 8 man weakeued by long
{llnees and reckiog suxietles. We cannot
otherwise account for the contradletory
judgments given by Mr. Parnell Elmeelf
of the famous visit to Hawsrden Castle,
snd his irreconcilable esitmates of Mr.
Giadstone’s trustworthinees ae an advocate
of » full measure of Home Rule for Ire
land.

Mr. iladatone’s letter, Mr. Parnell’s
Marifesto, ard the subsequent letters and
interviews of themselves and thelr friende,
relating to the Hawerden conference are
of two recent occurrence to ned recount
log here,

Setting sside the qaeetlons of conelst
ency and truthfolners arlding out of the
painful covflict of statements and actions,
comes suother grave matter for wonder.
How, 1i Mr. Parnell left Hawarden on
December 19, 1839, impressed, according
to bis own account, with the absolute in
ability or vnwilllcguess of Me. Gladstone
and his ssscciates to advocate fur Ireland
any but a most disappolnting, uneatis-
factory, and wortbless scheme of self
government,—did Mr. Parvell sgaln and
sgain, at Liverpool ard ia London, pro
claim to the world his grateful admira
ticn of the Liberal party and ite leader,
and his firm and iwmplieit confiience in
the plan of Home Kule they were devis-
ing aud elanorativg

Assuredly there is in the Parnell who
speaks to Ireland and the world in the
Manifesto just lerued, and the Parnell who
addressed the Parllamentary party at
Westminster on June 30ih last past, a
self-contradiction most astoundirg

That the slliance exlsting between the
Irlsh Nationallsts and the Liboral party
of Great Britaln, was looked upon by
Irisbmen at home and abroad as the only
pure meane, auder God's good providence,
of achieving such ladependence as we all
hoped for, no one had neserted more
solemnly and positively than Mr. Parnell
bimeelf, and on the public occaslon
adverted to within the iasc twelve months.
He calls it “an honorable alilance,
bonorable and hopeful for our couutry,

. . . . snaslliance wiich wiil last
¢nd bear permanent fruit.”

No change, in so far as the puablic
knowe, had taken place in Mr. Parnell’s
mind 1o this regard, up to the verdict of
the divorce court, Mz, Gladstone’s letter
requesting the Irish leader to retire from
political life, and to the pilvate entreaties
of Mr., Parnell’s lleutenants to the same
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effect

If Mr. Glade'one, in the converations
at Hawarden, had only glven to Me. Par-
pell nothing but the must uneatlsfactory
plan of settlement deeceibed in the Maci.
festo, then the Iatter was most culpable in
spesking in Liverpool and sfterwards at
the banguet 1u Westminster of the slliance
between the Irieh Nationallsts and the
Liberal part, and of the forthcoming satis
factory ard scceptable echeme of Home
Rule, Putting together these speeches
and the revelstions of the manifesto, we
say that Mr. Parnell was guilty of almost
a crime for baving eo morstrously
decelved his countrymen and the followers
who were exposing thelz very lives.

1t must be borne in mind that not only
a1l throvgh the year 1890, but ever since
the ecceesfon to power of the Tories under
Lord Salisbury, they had been uelog every
artifice to discover the precise nature of
Mr. Gladstone’s new plan for Home Kule
and the settlement of the Irlsh questlon,
in the probable and near event uf & gen-
eral electlon rerultlng favorably to the
Liberals, The persistent effrrts made to
force Me, Gladstone “to show his hand,”
or to obtaln, at least indirectly, from the
lesders of the Irlsh party come clew to Mr.
Gladstone’s next Home Rale scheme, were
well known to all politiclans. It was,
then, aud for obvious ressons, m: 8; -
portant that thls ecoeme, while in pre-
paration, shou!d be kept & profound secret
by the leaders on both sldes. Aud, foms.
much as the * suggested *’ measares which
were the sutject of the conversatlon at
Hawarden, wore not kept secret from
Sir William Hercourt avd Mr. John Mor
ley, in like mauner are Wo justified in
beifeving that Me. Parnell was expected,
on his eide, to iuform such of his own col
lesgues as Mr. Justin McCartby, Mr Sex-
ton, Mr, Dillon and Me, Willlam O’Brien
of Mr Gludstone’s intended measurce,
We consider that, under the clrcumstances,
aund in view, especlally, of the defects of

Jand than to Great Britaln, Mr, Parnell
clusively eutrusted with the viialinterects
of his npstion and people that not one
among thelr represeniatives deverved to
be let fnio the eecret of what Mr Glad-
stor e was preparing to do or not to do to
fulfil the hopes and eatisfy the just ciaims
of [sishmen. Had his most trustworthy
collesgues been judged worthy of bis con
fidence and treated with the regard thown
by Mz Gladstone to Hercourt and Mozley
how d!ffsrent would the condition of the
Irish party pow be! and how hopeful
Irishmen every where could feel of seelng
the Parnell incident closed without dis
aster to their Oauee ! There counld heve
been no need of such 8 Manifesto as that
s suddenly eprung upon the natlon and
the entire Lrish race all over the world as
that issued in the lsst days of November,
Toue members of the Irish parlismintary
party made acqualnted with the nature
of Mr. (Hadstone’s propossle, would not
bave allowed the year 1390 to pass with
out inelsting on further consuitation with
Mr, Gladstone, snd without urging oo him
thelr convictlon that the plan of eelf
government dlscuesed st Hswarden was
no settlement at sll, and never could bs
accepted by Ireland, We believe, in that
view, that the dlecourses delivered in
Liverpool ard at the barquet in West-
minster would either never have bsen
spoken, or that thelr fulsome pralee of
Mr. Glsdstone and bis party would bave
been frunded on more eubstautial pro
mises than those glven on December 18
acd 19, 1689 At ony rate, Mr. Parnell
would bave, to confirm his account of the
Hawarden Conference, the teetimony of
his own trasted colleagues, to whom he
must have, as io duty bound, communi
cated the re:ult of the Conference, on
leavig Hawarden, Then the world
would have been spared the paln of con
trasting Mr. Parveil’s unsupported, some-
what confused and contradictory etate
ments, with the peremptory denlalsof Mr.
Gladstone, S ¢ Willlsm Harcourt and Mr.
Morley. Io our judgment the cauce of
the present urfortunate imbroglio fa o
great measure the coneequence of Mz,
Parpell’s excesslve, impolitic and unwise
secretiveness on the one hand, and on the
other of his violation of the state secret
eonfiled to him, It was a grave polltical
blunder, to give all at ence to the public
what bad not been deemed fit to trust to
the most honored members of the Iriech
party.

Whoever may henceforward be chosen
to lead the Irlsh Nationalist members of
Parllament must oot so isolate himself
from his assoclates as to be or to appear
to be & kind of dlctator, bearlug within
his own breast the mightiest State cecrets
acd copenlting no one o matters and
emergencles involving the raln cf a Couce
and the very life of s pation. I:is notso
that Americans understand political
leadershlp, Itls not so understood by
the two great Briulsh varties. ~Why
shou'd 1t be underetood d!ffereutly in Ire-
land ?—se if the Itish Natlonal movement
were something like the ipsurrection of
the Roman slaves under Spartacus, In
which a servile mob blindly followed its
leader, as fearful of bis rebuke or his lash
as of the threats of thelr masters and
oppressors of yesterday .

There are few, if any, incldents on
record in the most momentous debates of
any representative awsembly that can be
compared ia thrilling dramatic interest to
the passage of arms between Mr. Sexton
avd Mr. Parnell during the stormy debate
of December 1st, The former had been,
together with the memb:rs of the oppoe-
{og mejority, openly, formally accused of
having sllowed * thelr integrity and inde-
pendence to be sapped and destroyed ” by
the radical wirg of the Liberal party.

¢ lntegrity,” proudly replies Me. Sex
ton, ‘* Is not an unconditionsl acceptance
of the views of any man. Independence
1 not submiesive to the wiil of any man.
We are your collesgues, Mr. Parnell, bat
we are not your slaves. , . . . I claim in
the face of the world ; I clalm in the
presence of the Most High, that the integ:
tity of the Irich party is unstalned, and
that its independence la absolute. The
question — the urgent questlon — is be
tween the leader we have loved, whom we
never can forget aud whbose useful tenure
of his position clrcumstances bave ren.
dered impoesible —and between the Cause
to which our fealtv s due. If the leader
is retaived, In my jadgment, the Cause Is
lost. If the cauce 13 to be won, the leader
must retire.”

This is the very soul of the Irieh ques
tlon: the Cause of Ireland must be the
supreme law for every Natlonal leader,
The leader must be guided by the vital
interests of that Cause ; nor should these
interests and that Cause ever be made
secondary or subservient to the interests
of any one man or party.

The joint letter of the delegates of the
Parliamentary party in America, when 1t
became & sad but urgent necessity for
them to declare publicly thelr dissent
from Mr. Parnell’s Manifeeto, contsins a
paragraph which should bs reproduced here
for morethan onereason. They say : “The
Manifesto of Mr, Parnell . . . cuts usoff
from the last hopes to which we clung,
anxlous (as we wert) to avold uttering a
word that might embitter the controversy.
We shall not dwell on the cruel irjustice
with which he treats the members of the
party, who followed him with a loyalty
and affection such a8 no leader ever exper-
fenced before. His recollection of thelr
fealty to him In many an hour of trlal
might well have eaved them from the
imputation that any section of them could
have allowed thelr integritv to be sapped
by Liberal wire-pullers. Nor would we
do more than enter a protest against this
violatiou of all constitutional priaciple o
floutlog by anticipation the declalon of
the elected representatives of the people,
from whose votes the chalrman of the
Parllamentary party recelves his author
ity, aud resortiog to a vague general
appeal aver thelr heads,

« Qonslderations like these we should
wiliiugly have waived in the Interest of
the national solldarity, But the method
in which, ignoring the origia of the pre-
sent calamitons eituation, Mr. Parnell
endeavors to fasten the respousibliity for
it upon Mr. Giadstone and Me. Morley,
compels us to dlssoclate ourselves in the

Pamlug over the deplorable scenes
enacted before and duriug the Kilkenny
election, and writiog whils the confarences
at Boulcgne between Mr, Parsell and
O Bei-n sre #till in progress, ove thirg
seems clear, that Mr, Parneil must retlre
frcan the Natlora! leadership. But who
is 1o succeed him 1

Parnell, as we now convince otrselves,
has wbat the French call les defauts de ses
qualites (the very defects or excerses
rather of bis acknowledged qualliice).
No one, up to the moral cataclyem wh'ch
followed the verdict of the divurce court,
could justly deny bim the elements of
leadersnip, He was skilful, ragacions,
cool, deliberate, conregoousand fi m, We
peed unot, sfcer what precedes, dwell un
his defecte, A few months ago, ere the
biight of a dishonored name had fallen on
bim, and ere the *hard nccesstles” of
retalning bis leadership had made bhim
recklescly ur jast to the Liberal party, avd
the Eogilsh people, to hia fei hiul col-
leegues and to his country, the L:ish race
e:ery where Was proud of him, wershipped

m.

He was identificd with the Cause of
Ireland ; tha: Cause had made him what
he was.

He had baen able, with the co-operation
of a nnited people snd clergy, to make a
iy and powefal reality 1 Parllament
vi tbe Independeat Party of Upposition,
which John of Tuam strenuously advo-
cated all bis life, which O'Connell souiht
to create ; whicu the great Archbishop of
the Weet preached so elcquently after
O'Connell had passed away, after the
Catholle Defence Asmociation bad dls-
appeared in the Sadider Keogh betrayal ;
snd pressed unwearledly on public atten-
tion untll the new Home Rule movement
under Iseac Butt eprang up and ficed the
soul of the natlon. The moral fozce
wiclded by Isaac Butt, Mr. Parnell had
the sagacity to grasp and to lucrease.

This party of ludependent Opposition
and the Land Leegue movement etarted
by Michael Davitt h+d carrled the car of
Charles Stewart Parnell triumphantly
forward till the end of last November.
All the moral forces which stirred the
depths of a nation’s soul aud inspired the
bopes of all its patt generations, Mr, Par-
nell wlelded as the electriclan uses the
mighty c(lementary forces of nature.
Tnese great moral forcea existed in the
past In greater volume even thsn at pres
ent. Bat Irich statesmen or politicians
koew not how to store up these resistless
energles in unity. It ehall ever be Par
uell’'s glory that be may be eald to have
creased and kept together an ludependent
parilfameutary party such es Ireland never
bad knowa till now. Supported by the
Oathollc masses and by their religlous
guldes, aud appealing to legal and consti
tutional methods only, he forced the
Liberal party of Great Britaln acd its
leaders to confess that all the former
methods of government in Ireland had
been wrong, cruel, uvjuet and oppresive.
Justice elone must e tried and coerclon
abandoved. And so the Oause of [reland,
represented by s compact body of elghty

oix Irlsb representatives in the lmperlal
Parliament, sdvocated by Mr. Gladstone
and the great Liberal party, supported by
& majority of the people of Great Britaln
apd by the comstantly lucreadng public
opinion of ths thres kingdoms and of the
Eunglish-epeaking world, — was morally
certaln of a great leglalative victory in the
near fature—when in last November came
the O'Shea verdict and Mr. Parneil’s
Manifeato.

But though the leader hae fallen, the
Cauce 18 not lost. L¢ isa most just Cause ;
and justice {s immortal and eternal.

M:. Parpell wes heard with attention
both in the British Se¢nate and all over the
civilized world ; because his voice was that
of Ireland, too long misgoverned and
oppressed

Is her Cause so absolutely ldentified
with Mr. Parnell’s fortunes that his dle-
grace, or his retirement from political life,
or even hia deatb, would so paralyze her
voice, 80 injure her clalms, that the people
of Great Britain, so lately awakening to
the sense of her cruel wrongs, would
close their ears, their minde, thelr hearts
to what justice, humanity and thelr own
dearest political Interests demand ln favor
of the slster fsiand ?

And will Irtshmen snd men of Irlsh
race consent to bury forever out of slght
and beneath the earth that Cause of Ice-
land, so enthuslactically upbeld but yester-
day! God knows, we Lrishmen are clan-
nlsh encugh ; and this very clannishuess,
tha devotion to & name and a man, the
narrow love of the tribe and the locality
fa preference to the country and the
nation, has been too often our bane in the
past. It dashed all the hopes of our people
and rerdered uscless all the slaughters
and escrifices made for religion and
nationality for the past two or taree cen-
tarles

Trab this clancvishness 1s not a thiog of
the r ast, what bas just bap.ened in Lie.
land, as well as in our own free Americs,
proves bat too conclusively. The name
of the man, notthat of the Cause or the
couutry, la the epell our speakera conjure
with, the will o’ the-wisp which leads our
countrymen astray and lands their coun-
try’s Cause fa quagmices from which there
geema no eecape.

We must leara to love lreland for her
owa sake, uot for the sske of the men
who represeut or misrepressnt her. We
mnst bs devoted to the Cawse through
good repute and evil repute, through good
nud 11l fortune, because we beileve 1t to
be a Cause fited never to be lost.

It depends on us on, lrshmen in the
three kingdoms, avd on Irfshmen here and
wherever the Eoglich language is spoken,
to prevent the Osue of lreland from be
fog a lost Cause, T'be man who ehall be
chosen to succeed Me. Parnell, will be the
lawfal representative of the Cause, and
bear the flag around which all should
rally, who deeerve the name of Irishmea,

among !rish Purilsmentary party any cne
map, who wmay, for the timo beiog at
least, enjoy the confidence won by Mr
Paruell os a statesman, debater acd leador,
Bat whoever {8 chosen, be will be a man
of ubility end unblemished character.
There are, among his followers, no lack of
tried, varled and emloent islent ; there
are plen'y of men to do, and do well, all
the work wh'ch the comlog struggle for
tinal 8uce ¢s will put upon thewm.

Preseut divislons and the awful davgers
which these threaten for Ireland, will, we
doubt nut, serve to make the present
mwajority more united than ever before,
yow to the minority, the pres-
et dlssectionts, that forbearance and

epirit of corctlialiin, to be expected from
true putiots workiog disinterestedly for
the moblest of causce, and there will be

goon no minority

The filends of Treland among the E g
lish, Seu'ch aud Welsh Liberals are too
sencible and too honest to glve up the
Cause of Izelacd, tor which they have
saciificed so much, for the fanlts or fuil
ings of one mn or a few. They, too,
bave been for years eloguently, gener
ously pleading that Cause before the pub-
lic oplnion of thelr country. The case ie
still on telal ; the jury have not retarned
the verdict which ehall be the verdict of

an empire, \Whnat if the chlef advocate of
tha plalotifl has fallen helglies in court
before brioging kis plea to a enccesful
fesue ? Toe evidence is there; and the

mejority of the jury bave spoken inno
uncertain tones. Tre ex:ltement and un-
certalnties of the present hour are rapldly
passing eway acd the Euglish constitu.
encles, with whom rest the final decislon,
will d«el ont that measure of justice to
Ireland which cquity, policy aud Chrls:
tiapliy demand.

Uue consideration we muet, 1o conclud
ing, press npon Irlsh Oatholics ia Amerles,
and that is that 5o mau who has read of
the struggles of the Irish pation ever
since the days of the E'ghth Henry, but
must kuow that the ouvminant power,
which alned to extiognlsh Idsh vation
ality almed elso to exupgnish with it the
Catholic falth, It would be both tugeatl
tude and svicidal madness to tell the
Catholic bishops and privsts o stand aside
and let the battle go «n withoot them,
when they have been the very soul of the
struggle. Ireland, we hope, fn conqaer
ing her constitutional freedom, her full
right of self government, will remaln
evermore a Catnolic nation.
