(b) The whole of the gross earnings derived by the said
Company from the laying of each water main ordered by
the City, shall be deducted annually from the amount
which the City has bound itself to pay to said Company
as aforesaid, for the laying of such main, and it is unde}-i
stood that, in order to give effect to this provision, eaclj
order for the laying of a main in a street or portion of a
street, shall be considered as being a distinct and separate

transaction.

(¢) Whenever the City shall notify the said Company
to lay mains in any street or part of street, the said Com-
pany shall transmit, within 30 days after the completion
of tue work, a statement showing the exact cost of the
work so ordored and performed. ;

Sect. 8.—The Said Company shall be held to place hy-

drants, on private property, on 30 days notice, and to

make all necessary connections at.the expense of the par-
ties asking for the same, the latter to pay, moreover, an
annual rental not exceeding $50 per each hydrant with one
or more heads. The water for such hydrants shall be sup-
plied free of charge by the Company and the maintenance
thereof shall be at the expense of said Company if the
gsame are placed in the streets.

Sect. 9.—The said Compauy shall not charge the eiti-
zens more than 5 cents per annum for each automatic
sprinkler head, and this rate shall also apply to the eiti-
zens of such municipalities as may hereafter be annexed
to the City of Montreal.

Sect. 10.—The said Company, whenever required to do
so by the City, shall be held to lay mains of a sufficient
capacity, at the discretion of the Superintendent of the
Water Department of Montreal, to give the necessary pres-
sure for automatic sprinklers erected within the territory
of the City supplied by said Company. The above m'oni-
sions shall also have force and effect in the adjoining mu-
alities supplied by the Company, immediately after
the annexation thereof to the City of Montreal, in so far
as the same may be applicable thereto.

Sect. 11.—1'ne above conditions shall be incorporated in
a notarial deed, the cost of which, as well as of a copy fo
the City, shall be paid by the Company. ¥
