He is the
son of the late Duke of Aosta, a nephew
of King Humbert, and holds the rank
of major in the Ttalian cavalry. His

Her captain reported that Dyea was
crowded with miners bound for Klon-
dike, that there seemed to be an abun-
dance of provisioms and a lurge number
of pack horses, and he thought every-
body already there would get through
before winter., On returning six steam-
ers bound for Dyea were spoken.

WFALL OF ABU HAMED,
British Expedition Had » Het Fight in
Egypt.

Cairo, Aug, 11. — Official despatches

On
closer investigation it was seen that the
so0il had been recently disturbed, and the
discoverer drew the attention of others
of the party to the fact, Removing
some of the moil with a stick they came
on the body of the unfortunate woman.
The grave was not two feet deep and
looked as if it had been hastily made,
and the body evem more hastily buried,
being only covered with a few inches ot

earth.

The body presented a fearful sight.
The head and shoulders were badly bat-
tered, as if done with some blunt instru-
ment.

It is evident that the crime is one of
premeditated murder, as everything
points that way. The intention of the
murderers must have been to bury tne
body of their victim in the freshly-made
grave found dug in the swamp about
300 yards from the house. But a prob-
able disturbance in their work caused a
change in their plans.

The body was removed to a shed,where
a jury empanelled by Coroner Radford,
viewed it and adjourned watil Wednes-
day at 1 o'clock in the council chambers
at Gal, when the result of the post-
mortem will be given.

What the motive for the murder could
bave been I a mystery., TWo A&rrests
bhave already been made, a young man
named Allison, who was employed on
the farm, and a medical student named
Treleaven, who resides in Galt, 1hbe
former has been interviewed several
times and it was evident that he knew
more than he cared to tell.

The gun was found hidden in the barn,
but it had not been used and was evi-
dently taken with, the object of throw-
ing ms&idon from the guilty parties.

Pit®burg, Aug. 12.—The much-talked
of bill for an injunction against the
United Mine Workers, that was to have
been filed in the United States Courts,
was filed in the county courts about
jpoobn by counsel for the New York and
Cleveland Gas Company. The defend-
ants named are the United Mine Work-
ers of Awerica, Patrick Dolan, Presi-
dent; Edward McKay, Vice-President;
William Warner, Secretary and Treas-
urer, and others,

The bill recites the conditions prevail-
ing at the mines since the strike began,
and alleges that the strikers have paid
no attention to the sheriff's proclama-
tion, and that the livess of miners and
the property of the - company are in
danger.

Judge Collier granted a preliminary im-
junction and restraining order enjoining
the defendants from gsscmbling, march-
ing or encamping in proximity to the
mines and houses of the miners for the
purpose by intimidation, menaces, threats
and opprobrious words or preventing the
miners of the plaintiff from working.
It further restrains the defendants from
inducing or compelling any employe or
miner to quit work,

A hearing was fixed for Aug. 16. The
injunction is regarded as the most sweep-
ing yét issued.
