A new law is soon to be adopted by the 
Russian Government to prevent private rail­
way companies from nullifying the effect of 
prohibitive duties against Germany and Aus­
tria by largely reducing freight rates.

A despatch from Odessa says that Russian 
Government contractors have purchased 948,- 
000 barrels of flour, 132,000 bushels of barley 
and 108,000 bushels of oats, at the cost of a 
million roubles, for the southern army in the 
districts near the Austrian frontier.

The Times correspondent at St. Petersburg 
says the new Finance Minister's budget esti­
mates a surplus of several million pounds. 
This is partly due to the decrease in the mili­
tary estimates. The Minister reports to the 
Czar to emphasize the necessity of peace

of developing the country’s resources. 
The budget was compiled with the intention 
of making a good impression abroad.

Tbe Shah of Persia sent a congratulatory 
telegram to the Pope.

The Pope has received a friendly letter 
from the Czar, in which he expresses a hope 
for better relations between the Greek and 
Catholic Church in Russia.

His Holiness the Pope addressed the 
pilgrims to-day in the presence of the whole 
Court."

“You have not given faith to those who 
with the voice of calumny try to persuade you 
that the Pope is the enemy of Italy.

# COASTING ACCIDENT.
A Hamilton Boy Breaks Ills leg—Test Of 

the Chemical Unglue.
Hamilton, Jan. 3.—In company with sev­

eral other lads Lome Sterling was engaged 
yesterday in coasting near the Victoria- 
avenue toboggan slide. In coming down the 
sleigh went so rapidly that the guide could not 
regulate the course and the Consequence was 
that they ran into a log near the bottom of 
the elide. Young Sterling was thrown off 
and had his right leg broken. The rest of the 
boys escaped without any injuries.

Yesterday a test was made of the chemical 
fire engine. A combustible shanty had been 
built and made more so by the application of 
forty .gallons of coal oil. At 3 o’clock the 
chemical made its appearance, and shortly 
afterwards the dummy house was ablaze. The 
spectators, who numbered aoout 2000, soon 
made room around the burning shanty, as the 
heat was intense. One minute after the en­
gine had been directed towards the burning 
mass, the fire was effectually squelched.

While James Wilds was working in a weft 
forty feet deep, a atone fell from above and 
struck him on the head, inflicting a severe 
scalp wound.
