ACT IS DISALLOWED
‘Court of Appeal Declares There

is No Sovereignty in the
People ;

- The night I was wound-
ed, the first person I-asked for was
Jack, but as he happened to be down
at headquarters with a message at
that particular time -it was impossible
for me to seg him before coming away.
Since then I have written three letters
from various hospitals, but, strange to
say, I never received any word from
him with the exception of 4 field card.
However, I inquired from different
boys here from our battalion and they
all seemed to say the same thing: that
they couldn’t get any letters from
their friends there.”

“I expect that Earl George, another
very close friend of Jack’s has taken
care of his different ‘belongings as
much as possible. I can assure you
that he will forward them on to you
at a very early date.”

“Since hearing of Jack’s' death, I
feel that I have lost the best friend I
have ever had. However, I try ¢to
console myself by thinking that we
are all fighting for the same. great
cause, freedom. Nevertheless, it
causes many a broken heart in our
Canadian homes, but in a time like
this the best of friends must part. I
can assure you that your dear son has
done his ‘@uty and did it well, and in
years to come you can look back and
say, ‘Jack gave his life for his coun-
try’

“Before closing I once again extend
to you and your daughter my deepest
gympathy in your sad bereavement.”

Instruction as to Live Stock Care

and Gas Engines Later—Lec-
ture Tonight

The thirty ,young men and womermr
attending the-short course in field
crops at the Normal Sch L, finished
their examinations Friday afternoomn.
Most of the Iectures and instruction
has been given by Prof, Harrison and
Mr. Wiener, of the field husbandry
staff, but special lectures were given
by Mr. B. J. Hales, principal of the
Normal school, and Mr. McKillican,
superintendent of the Experimental
Farm. Mr. Hales spoke on “The Rural
School Problem and What the Young
Farmers Can Do in its Solution”; also
on ‘“The History and Control of Rust
and Smut.” Mr. McKillican addressed
the students on “Crop Rotation” and
“Corn. Growing.” At. no experimental
farm or ‘agricultural college ¢6n the
continent is better work being done
investigating crop rotation and fodder
corn production than at the Brandon
Experimental Farm. Mr. McKillican
therefore had an ‘interesting message
for the class on this subject.

In the evening Mr.. Wiener gave an
illustrated lecture on the work of the
Agricultural College,  Before - the
course ‘is over, Mr. Wiener will seleet
from the .class five members to repre-
sent the school at the grain judging
competition to be held at the college
during bonspiel week. This team will
compete with teams from other short
course schools in the - province . for
hahdsome prizes donated ‘by the de-
partment of agriculture.

Lands for War Veterans on

“Strong measures have been taken
by’ the Federal autherities: to safe-
giard’the claims of men -who are now
away at the ‘front in the matter of
homesteads. The' danger has been fre-
quently expressed that many good.
homesteads would be takén up by men
of alien enemy nationality to the det-
riment of our goldier boys when they
return home,

Thus strict orders have been receiv-
ed at the Land Titles offices that no
further homesteads be allocated to
any ‘alién enemies, but that all lands
must be held for British subjects, or
those of ‘allies or neutral countries.
As far as possible lands will be held
for returned soldiers, especially such
homesteads whose titles have been al-
lowed to lapse.

It is also decided that everything
‘possible shall be done. tp ‘assist re-
turned soldiers who take up ‘home-
steads. Special ‘instructors will be
provided and other . assistance ren-
dered, so that. the usual difficulties
that fall to the hofaesteaders’ lot will
largely disappear.

THIRSTY BRITONS MAY
SUFFER WITH DROUGHT

London, Dec. 21. ~— The newspapers
claim that the government is- prepar-
ing measures” for ‘the further control
of the production and sale of alcohol
beverages which may go as far as ab-
solute prohibition. It is stated from
one source that it has already been
decided that the manufacture anQ sale
of whiskey in Scotland will virtually
be prohibited and that this is likely to
be followed by similar steps in Eng-
land and Wales.

As regards Irelang, 1t is stated that
the Government from the first of Jan-
uary will take over the Irish distil-
leries for the manufacture om muni-
tions, but that the retail sale of whis-
key will not be affected, as whiskey of
less than three yeats’ old cannot be
legally sold and existing stocks will be
allowed to be consumed.
