Temperance.
TEMPERANCE TRAi&'ING—
AT HOME.

By J. PaArsons, B. A., HALIFAX,
Nova ScoTia.

Home is the place par excellence
for training. ‘Training in honesty.
industry, truchfulness, loyalty,
meekness, gentleness, etc., must be
done at home or the prospects for
success are discouracing. Tais ap-
plies to temperance more, perhaps,
than to any other of the virtues, yet
boys angd girls reared by drunken,
dishonest, or Jazy parents may
come out honest, sober men and
women—bright and shining excep-
tions to a generally sad rule. I see
how a drunken father can make
¢drink’ so hideous that the chil-
dren will grow up most determined
enemies of alcobol. Some of our
best temperance people are most
active workers because in their ear-
lier or later years the demon of
strong drink robbed them of friends
and happiness.

¢ Training’ is more than teach-
ing ; it is more than good example,
fine - precept, profound learning.
It is the doing and the compelling
to do. Put the child in the way
that he should go and with strong
iove by precept, example, reason,
praise, censure, rewards, punish-
ments, angd if need be, force, keep
him in that way; and when he is
old he will not depart from it
The earliest training and the most
belong to home. Day school takes
six hours a day ; Sunday-school one
or two hours a week, while bome
has all the time for the first five
years with the mind and bedy most
susceptitle, and about eighteen
hours a day till the child comes to
the age of maturity. Soifhome is
right the boy will be right.

In keeping my eyes open and
taking some notes-since 1860 I am
exceedingly pleased with the boys
and girls of America. 1'heyare do-
ing remarkably well for the kind
of training and example they have
received from their fathers and
mothers. Moast of them are grow-
ing up to be better men and women
then their parents were. Much of
this improvement must go to the
credit of the Sunday-shools. Were
there no outside elevating power,
such as the Sunday-school, children
would remain about on the level of
their homes. Contrast the young
people of two villages in only one
of which is a Suanday-school, in
style, make-up, maoners and char-
acter even an infidel could tell
which is ahead. Comparing the
boys ot today with those of 30 years
ago, we have every reason to take
eourage. Wherever even slight
temperance training was done in
the homesgood results have abound-
ed.

But solid temperance principles
caunot be expected to come.from a
home where mother keeps on han
some shiskey or gin in case of
sickness, or wineto treat her visitors,
or brandy or cider for cooking ;or
where the father takes some toddy
for a cold at t'mes and occasionally
a social glass. He may belong to
a temperance society, or be a dea-
‘com of“d church, or even a pastor,
and be very sly about the drink,
but his boys will surely find him
out, his girls will learn of it, and
he will be a hypocrite in addition
to being an aider of intemperance.

Many of the middle-aged and
old people ot today who now stand

from the drinking customs of their
ancestors and burst the bonds that
were forged on body and mind a!
their own home tables and firesides.
‘They became total abstainers in th
early days when drinking was still

1

fashionable and when chureh and

state were against them,

All honor to those moral heroes!
Their sonsand daughters aie prond
to inherit virtues and characteris-
tics from such noble
These sons and daughters are seen
everywhere today in the thickest o
the battle of life on_the side of tem-
perance and moral and social re-
form. Theseare turning the world
right side up ; and they are just the
ones to do it.

To pr:{fse liquor or to try to give
good qualities to it, or to advocate
or use it in cooking, or to uphold
tbe use of ¢wine' at the Lord's
table (when Secripture does must
mention ¢ wine’ at the supper) puts
the person on the wrong side of the
temperance fence, and his influence
gives a hent to the minds of chil-
dren that may render them, when
grown, very crooked citizens. For
a mother to patronise or send her
child to make purchases at a gro-
cery or drug store which sells
liquers does more harm than sever-
al temperance addresses can do
good. A lady friend told me a
short time ago t :at when her babies
were born she thought she must
have cake and wine to treat her
callers; and she was an earvest
Christian during those years. but
had not then risen to the greatness
of the white ribbon. When one
day in a small company I remarkec
(as a feeler) that perhaps liquor had
its place and was good sometimes,
a lady wearing the white ribbon
said: ¢ I thought you were always
against alcohol, but now that you
bave said that mugh I'll tell you
that I always keep some brandy in
the house” A lady, officer of a
union, was served that year, perhaps
other years, from a grocery that
also sold liquors, Her temperance
activity cansed people to remark on
it. Perhaps her husband ordered
the groceries ; mayhap she did not
think of the ivecongruity. Years
ago I visited a home and saw a
beautiful three-year old boy. gie
had a cold and was restless in his
cradle and the mother put some
hot water, sugar and brandy intc a
cup, stirred it, and then, lifting the
darling child’s head, gaveit to him
to driok. I spoke to her of the
danger, and incurred her lasting
displeasure. When a year. later
the papers published a notice of
the death ot that precious boy it
secemed clear to me that God was
determined to possess that soul and
so had to stretch forth His hand
ard take him away from the ruin
How
many of the drunkards of today
were @osed when small with gin,
whiskey, wine or cider Iy silly,
doting parents or iguorant, loving
elder sisters? How mary drunk-
ards of bygone years, now in dark
sad graves, were drugged with
liquor by nurse or doctor, or meth-
er, when their little systems need-
ed only nature’s food?

THE WINDOW GARDEN.

How to Provide for It in Sammer
the Warm Mouths.

In a summer window garden where
the sun will shine brightly during the
greater part of the day, it is especially
important to provide large, deep boxes.
It they are shallow, with insufficient
soil; this will quickly dry out; and be-
coming baked and hard about the
plants they will soon be injured. In
planuing for this window garden in the
early spring, it will be necessary to
take into consideration the number and
kind of plants to be cultivated before
ordering the window box made. If
there are a quantity of potted plants from
the winter window garden, that are to
supply slips and cuttings, these should
be started in March, and they will have
time to form thrifty plants before set-
tled weather, when it is safeto plant
them outside.

If there are no potted plants on which
to depend, and it is necessary to raise
plants from seed, it will be well to ar-
range sced pans of light mellow soil.
now in some sunny window ledge, and
start into growth the sweet alyssum
scedlings, with phlox drurmmondi, pe-
tunias, cte., and they will give a profu-
sion-of bloom throughout the summer.
There are numerous annuals quite as
good as these, of course, and each
flower-grower doubtless has a choice in
their selection, vet these three have
been mentioned because the writer has
found them satisfactory under every
circumstance, no matter what the diffi-
culties under which the floriculture
must be carried on, for want of space,
for want of sun, for want of shade, for
want of proper soil, or any of the numer-
ous wants which often confront the city*
flower-grower. These three bright an-
l)ll;-'lls will bloom bravely on in spite of
all.
If started into growth now, and trans-
planted (as soon as the second leaves
forms) from the seed pan to small pots
or boxes of fresh soil, the sweet alyssum
seedlings will be ready to bloom very
soon after they are set in the window
box, and with a little urging in the way
of spraying, fertihzing, etc., they will
soon become large plants, drooping over
the side of the window boxes, and form-
ing perfect banks and masses of white
fragrant bloom. They should be plant-
ed near the edge of the box so they can
droop over at will.

The petunia plants will also trail and
droop over the box if allowed to grow
at will, but it will be best to keep them
pinched back at first, to encourage com-
pact growth and abundant blooming ;
and if a packet of mixed seed are sown,
the variety and tintings of the various
blooms will be a source of constant sur-
prise and pleasurec.

The phlox drummondi will send u
straight stately little plants that Win
bloom when only two or three inches in
height if allowed. It will be.best to be-
head them, however harsh it may seem
just as soon as they seem inclined to

loom ; then instead of the one cluster
of blossoms at the top of the little plant
they will quickly send out side branches
which will bear several clusters and if
the blossoms are picked before they fade
and the seed pods begin to form, other
blooming branches mu{ thus be encour-
aged to grow up and keep up the fra-
grant supply.

few geranium plants are always
desirable in a sunny window gardsn no
matter what othér plants are used, as
these good old stand-bys are so sure to
succecd under all circumstances. These
may be planted near the back of the
hox, forming a stately little blooming
hedge, with the low, drooping annual
bloomers in front. The bright faces of
the velvety pansies and many other
favorites will seem indispensable, but if
the window garden is in a very sunny
situation it will not be well to attempt a
great. variety of [l)!:mm unless one has
cxperimented, and is able to shun thoze
that will flourish only in partial shade.

After it is decided what sort of plants
are to bo grown and the seeds or slips

and cuttings are started into growth,

we can turn our attention to the win-

8, ] Ylants are to
be used, it will be wise to allow them to
remain in their pots of soil, first repot-
ting those that have outgrown their
pots so that there is little room for fresh
summer development. After getting
an idea of the number and kind of pots
to be set in the box, the order can be
given to have the box made just the
right size to accommodate these pots,
making it wide enough to allow small
pots to be set- in the spaces left
around and in front of the large ones.
The boxes should be mads the length
of the window sill, but they can be as
deep and as wide as desired. After
measuring the largest pots which are to
be set in the box have it then made a
little deeper than thess to allow for a
layer of pebbles, ete., in the bottom of
the hox for drainage. It will be well to
have at least an inch or two of this
drainage material, and if there is good

. drainage in the pots also, there will be

no danger of using too much water and
souring the soil, and the plants may
then be al'owed copious supplies of
water at their roots, and thorough

syringing and spraying all through the |

hot dry weather, and they will appre-
ciate this treatment, and flourish and
bloom surprisingly.

In every window box it is desirable to
have at least one or two climbers to
break the monotony and give grace and
beauty to the window. To accommodate
these climbing vines, wircs or willow
strands or rattans may be arched from
one end of the box ta the.other..or wires

Hanging baskets are always desira-
ble for a handsome summer window
garden and it is of spe.ial importance
to have them deep emough to hold

lenty of soil, so that the roots will not
ay against the sides of the porous pot
and become scorched in the hot snns.
The summer blooming oxalis is always
satisfactory for this purpose, as the rich
mass of foliage will soon droop down
and cover the sides of the baskets, and
the graceful spikes and clusters of bloom
will continne to develop all summer
long. The various tradescantias, with
their handsome variegations, should
also find a place in these hanging
baskets. It is easily rooted from slips
and a small plant purchased now will
produce many thrify plants before warm
weather, if the branches are broken at
the joints and rooted in dishes of sand.
