FRENCH'S REPORT 
OF MONDAY'S VICTORY.

Dfove Boers From Coles Derg With 
Heavy Loss.

COL. PILCHER CAPTURES A LAAGER,
And Takes Forty Prisoners-----Will French Intercept Boers Making for Ner­

val’s Pont?—-An Important Crossing of the Orange Hiver---- Monday’s
Fighting Severe-----Boers Suffer Heavy Loss-----Pilcher Encamped on
Dover Farm Twenty filles North-East of Belmont.

Berlin, Jan. 2.—The German second 
class cruiser, tSchwalhe, has left Dar- 
Es-Salaam, a seaport of Africa, 25 
miles south of Zanzibar, for Lorenzo 
Marquez.

FRENCH’S VICTORY*.

Surprised the Boers and Captured 
Their Position.

London, Jan. 2.—The success of Gen. 
French’s column is at length con­
firmed officially, the War Office tins 
afternoon issuing a .despatch from 
Cape Town, dated Monday, Jan. 1st, 
as follows ; French reports at 2 p. m. 
to-duy from Colesberg, by heliograph, 
as follows ; “Leaving at Rensberg, 
holding the enemy in front, half of the 
First Suffolks and a section of the 
Royal Horse Artillery, I started 
thence at 5 o'clock in the afternoon, 
Deé. 81st, taking with me five squad­
rons of cavalry, half of the Second 
Berks and eighty mounted infantry, 
carried in wagons, and ten guns. I 
halted for four hours at Maidors’ 
farm, and at 8.30 o’clock this morning 
occupied the kopje overlooking and 
westward of Coleeberg. The enemy’s 
oui,posts were taken completely by 
surprise. At daylight we

(SHELLED THE LA AG HR 
and enfiladed the right of the en- 

/emy’a position. The artillery fire in 
reply was very hot from a fifteen 
pouaider using royal laboratory am­
munition, and other’s guns*. We sil­
enced the guns on the enetmy’s right 
flank, demonstrating with cavalry 
and guns to the north of Golesiberg 
towards the junction where a strong 
laager of the enemy was holding a 
hill, and a position southeast of Goles- 
berg as far as the junction. Our po«- 
ition cuts the line of retreat via 
the road and bridge. "SdffiVthotmands 
of Boers with two guii* are reported 
to be retiring towards Norval’s Pont. 
All Remington’s scouts proceeded to­
wards AchterlanZt y sterday morning. 
Slight casualties About, three killed 
ankl a few wounded. Details later.”

CONFIRMATORY REPORTS.
Brief Independent messages from 

Real berg, filed the evening of Jan. 
l/9t,supplement Gen. Frencdi’s despatch^

but slightly. According to them the 
British were still shelling the Boer po­
sition at 5 o'clock Monday, evening, 
and expected to «nter Coljqjbprg to­
day. r

The BjrLtish losses were three nfen 
klled and seven wounded, none of them 
being an officer.' The Bqerti are sup­
posed to have suffered heavily from 
the accuracy of the British artillery 
fire. Gen. French’s statement that the 
Boers were using a fifteen-pounder and 
Woolwich ammunition evidently refers 
to one of the British guns captured at- 
Sitorjmberg.

The Boots’ strength in the engage-? 
ment with Gen. Fgfnch was estimated 
at from five thousand to seven thou­
sand men. ; v

MAY SAVE BRIDGE.
While tlie afternoon newspapers 

are disposed to overrate the bril­
liancy of Gen. French’s wiccesa it 
will doubtless have a good, moral ef­
fect, it is added, if promptly followed 
up, as seems likely from the fact 
that Remington’s guides are al­
ready advancing on AchterlmL It may 
result in securing Norval’s Pont 
Bridge, thus gaining an important 
strategic advantage, as thenoo Gen, 
French would probably be able to 
threaten Bethulie Bridge, which is 
the main line of retreat for the Boers 
facing Gen. Gatacre.

Other official despatches, dated 
Jan. 1st, say Gen. Methuen’s position 
is unchanged.

CAPTURED A LAAGER.

Col. Pilcher Tak^s 40 Prisoners and 
Camps on Dover Farm.' m

London, Jan. fl^The War Office has 
received tha^rollowiug from Cape 
Town.. yziderJro-dax’a date : “Colonel 
Pilcher' reports through the officer 
commanding at the Orange River : T 
have completely defeated a hostile 
command at the Sunnyside Laager, 
this day, Jan. lsit, taking the laager 
anid forty prisoners., besides the killed 
and wounded. Our casualties are two 
privates killed and Lieut. Adle wound­
ed. All encamped at Dover Farm, ^30 
miles northwest of Belmont and ten 
miles from Sunnyside.’ ”

LARGEST SUGAR FACTORY.

Now Being Constructed on the North 
Coast of Cuba.

It will be located on tlie water front 
to as to enable steamers to load at 
tlie factory and proceed direct to tlie 
refiners at New York and land the 
sugar there at a cost of about * 7 
cents per 1Q0 pounds, which gives it

Findlay so ably presided 
over, and therefore he is slated, by the 
public, for that position again.

The next important committees, the 
Fire and Water and the Sewers have 
lost tlielr Chairmen of 1899, and the 
Parks Committee Chairman also went 
under, but that committee will pro­
bably go out of existence anyway.

BABY DEAD, TEN INJURED.
New York, Jan. 2.—A fire early to­

day in a tenement house at 754 
First avenue, incident to which were 
several thrilling rescues, caused the 
death of Baby Loretta Leonard and 
the injury of ten other persons, half 
of whom belonged to the Leonard 
family. When the first engine arrived 
every oile of tlie first 5($ tenants had 
rushed to front windows instead of 
seeking the fire escapes in the rear 
and had left the doors open behind 
them. The flames spread with Mn- 
oreased energy, and dozens of scream­
ing, struggling forms were silhouet­
ted in the windows against a flaming 
background. At a window of the top 

’floor the Leonard family were en-, 
pfaged in a life and death struggle. 
The firemen saw Edward Leonard 
and Ills wife, Margaret, swaying to 
and fro, she with a baby in lier arms, 
which she was trying jespetmcl.v .to 
thyow from the window, lie trying 
W',!i might and main to frustrate lier 
purpose. Just behind them tile daugh­
ter, Nancy, was struggling with her 
brother Edward. He had come up 
behind her just as she laid a foot on 
the window sill to jump, and dragged 
her back. An 85-foot scaling ladder 
was run up in a hurry, tlie firemen 
meantime shouting to the crazed 
group not to jump. Çapt. Grr.dy mid 
several of his man hustled up ami took 
Mrs. Leonard, then unconscious, from 
her husband’s arms. Tlie baby had 
disappeared.

Down tlie ladder they went with 
tlie wife, leaving Leonard and his 
son and daughter at tlie Window. 
Just then a rope dangled down in 
front of Leonard’s .window. Leonard 
did not wait for tlie firemen, but 
sprang and caught the rope. He is 
a heavy,man and went down like a 
shot many feet before he could check 
his momentum. When he reached the 
ground liis hands .were cut to the 
bone by the friction.

Nancy Leonard, seeing her father 
jump, became more frenzied than 
before. She broke away from her 
brother, jumped upon the window*! 
sill and stood a moment \kiUj out­
stretched arras. Her hair streamed 
back of lier and seemed to meet the 
flames that were pressing closer and 
closer. The girl gave one backward 
glance and then sprang far outvand 
caught the dangling rope an her 
father had done. A hoarse cheer 
arose from tlie street below as she 
swayed dizzily back in the flame 
and smoke a out again into the 
air. Slowly ©lie came down, while 
it ©eenied every moment as if rope 
and girl would be licked up by pur­
suing tongues of fire. When she got 
to within reach a dozen arms re­
ceived her, and she fainted in the 
arms, of tlie crowd,

Meanwhile Mrs. Leonard stood on 
thn^sioewalk moaning and wringing 
her hands. “Where is my baby—iny, 
Loretta ?” she cried, “ and Joe and 
Willie.”

“ Where did you leave them ? de­
manded a gruff fireman. •

“Up there,” slie shrieked.” Up the 
ladder went Capt. O’Grady and Fire­
men Sliannesay, Monahan, O’Brien, 
Miller and Kelly, dragging a ho.se 
with them. They turned the stream 
into the window, and a roar of water 
fighting fire came fôrthwith clouds of 
black smoke, which, it seemed, must 
strangle the sturdiest. Like grim 
death they clung to tlie ladder till in 
a lull of smoke two of themVetepped 
over the window sill.

Protected by the flow from the 
hose they groped back to a bed room. 
In the bed were little Willie and Jot 
Leonard docked in each other’s arms 
a» if . asleep. They were unconscious

and hung limp from the firemen's
