Reorganization of the Provincial
Puic: to be Announged.

The Move Hastened by the Kinrade
Murder Case.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Toronto, Out., May 13.—The re-organ-
of the Police force,
so long under contemplation by the
Attorney-General's Department, is, it is
believed, oa the verge of announcement.
What form it will take has not yet been
outlined by the department, but it is
generally understood to be that already
indicated by the press, a permanent
head with offices in Toronto and under
him two divisional superintendents to
look after New and OIld Ontario. Un-
der them again there will probably be
an officer for each county or unorgan-
ized district, taking their orders from
the officers immediately above them.
The question as to the relations between
the present rural police force and the
newly organized provincial one is one
which will have to be determined later
Apart from the regular force, whose du- |
ties will be those of police, there will,
of course, be, as at present, & detective
force, the members of which will be
known as inspectors of criminal inves-
tigation. It is, of course, probable that
the newly organized force will co-oper-
ate with the License Department par-
ticularly in New Ontario and the en-
forcement of the liquor laws. There is
considerable speculation as to the ap-
pointments which will follow the pro-
posed reorganization. It is rumored that
the position of the head of the force
will 'go to a member of the present staff
It may be that the Government will
simply appoint existing police officials
in the rural districts to act as provin-
cial officers.

Spera, who explained that the Crown
had given the jurors no intimation of
any understanding having been reached
or any reason for the inquest ending
abruptly. At the same time Mr, Spera
said that the jurors all took it for
the final session was cut
short as a result of an understanding
reached at the private conference,
Why should the jury take anything
for granted? Why did it return that
verdiet, if it favored another one, when
it had received no intimation that the
Crown had anything up its sleevet Why
was not the verdict returned “according
to the evidence, as the jurors were
sworn to do?” asked the reporter.

“Well, it is possible sometimes to read
between the lines,” said Mr. Spera, who
intimated that the jury had no desiré
to do anything that might interfere with

| the Crown’s plans.
