turday at his residence, 651 Lexington 
Avenue, New York City, in the eighty- 
first year of his age. He was one of the 
most erudite and laborious of American 
historians. He was born in Mallow, 
County Cork, Ireland, in 1799, received 
a good education, studied two years in 
Paris, and emigrated to Quebec in 1823. 
There he was admitted to the practice of 
medicine in 1827, became in 1834 editor 
of the Montreal Vindicator, the organ of 
the " Nationalists,” and was elected in 
1836 a member of the Assembly of Lower 
Canada. Having figured somewhat pro­
minently in the insurrectionary move­
ment of 1837 he was obliged to leave 
Canada, a reward having been offered for 
his capture, and settled in New York

|State, where he ever since resided.

MONTREAL, June 9.—The ceremony of 
consecration of the Church of Our Lady 
at Hochelaga was to-day performed by 
30 priests.

I am 
glad to see you, and hope you are quite 
well.”

During the last session, 
that terminated so abruptly, Lord Gran­
ville was often observed to be gazing in 
an abstracted manner at the wall opposite 
his seat in the House of Lords ; and on 
more than- one occasion while he was 
speaking he came to a dead stop for a 
moment or two, and looked earnestly at 
the point in question before resuming. 
It has gradually leaked out that the cause 
of this was the apparition- of a casement 
in the wall with a shadowy form, as of a 
lady, sitting at the window with her elbow 
on the sill and her head resting on her 
hand. The arm and face were always 
very distinct, the former being adorned 
by a bracelet, in which a magnificent dia- 
mond star flashed brightly, and the latter, 
a singularly beautiful countenance, being 
characterized by an expression of unut­
terable sadness.
