President Cleveland’s Message.

To the :—The rejection
by the senate of the treaty lately ne-
tiated for tho sottlement and ad-
oot of the differences existing
tween the United States and Great
Britain coucerning the rights snd
privileges of A fishermen in
the ports and waters of British North
America, seem 10 justify a survey of
the condition to which the ing
question is thus remitted. The treaty
upon this subject concluded in 1818,
through disagreements as to tho
meaning of its terms, has been a
fruitful source of irritation and trou-
ble. Our citizens in fishing
en ises in waters adjacent to Ca-
nada have been subjected to. numer-
ous vexatious interferences and an-
noyances, their vessels have been
seized upon which appeared
to be entirely inadmissible, and they
have been otherwise treated by the
Canadian authorities and officiuls in
& manner inexcusably harsh and
oppressive.
is conduct has been justified by
Great Britain and Canada by the
claims that the treaty of 1818 per-
mitted it, and upon the ground that
1t was to the r pro.
tection of Canadian interests. We
deny that treaty agroements justify
these acts, and we further maintain
that, aside from any treaty restraints
of disputed interpretation, the rela-
tive positions of the United States
and ada as near neighbors, the
rowth of our joint commerce, the
ﬁovﬂopmt and prosperity of both
countries, which amicable relations
surely guarantee, and, above all, the
liberality always extended by the
United guu- to the people of Cana
da, furpish motives for kindness
and consideration higher and better
than treaty covenants.

While keenly sensitive to all that
was ting in the condition,
and by no means indisposed to sup-

t the joint complaints of our in-
jured citizens, I still deemed it my
duty for the preservation of impor-
tant American interests which were
directly involved, and in view of all
the details of the situation, to attempt
by negotiation to remedy existing
wrongs, and to finally terminate, by &

culty. I fully believe that the trest
just rejected by the senato was well
suited to the exigency, and that its
provisions were adequate for our
security in the future from vexatious
incidents, apd for the mmunm of
friendly neighborhood intimacy
without sacrificing in the least our
national pride or dignity.

I am quite conscious that neither
