We should be sorry if 
strangers who visit our beautiful City were 
to estimate the general state of our Agri­
culture by the sample of lands in the im­
mediate neighbourhood of Montreal, where 
one would suppose there was every facility 
and encouragemont to cultivate every inch 
of land in garden style. We are perfectly 
convinced that one hundred acres of land, 
upon which four or five hundred pounds 
Would be expended in useful improvements, 
stock and implements, would yield a better 
return than the same amount of capital ex­
pended in building a house in any of our 
cities, and with infinitely more advantage 
to the country generally. The great bar 
hitherto, to the improvement of Agricul­
ture, has been, that capital was attracted 
to building and to commerce, rather than to 
husbandry, and that no provision has been 
made for affording an agricultural education 
for our youth, and we are now reaping the 
fruits of this mistaken policy. Houses arc 
built, and an adequate rent cannot be ob­
tained from them—and stores and shops 
are opened that cannot find sufficient cus­
tomers for a profitable business. Tho 
same capital judiciously expended on agri­
culture would he always forthcoming, and 
yield an annual valuable produce. It is 
upon tbo country we must depend for 
what will support our Cities, and our trade, 
and commerce, in a prosperous state, and 
the only certain remedy for the present bad 
times will be in tho improvement of our 
agriculture, and tho augmentation of its 
products in quantity and value. Let the 
Canadian people only become interosted, 
and get a taste for improved and successful 
husbandry, and we shall soon eeo our most 
talented young men anxious to acquire a 
thorough knowledge of the science and 
practice of agriculture, instead of all going 
to the learned professions or any other em­
ployaient rather than farming, as at present. 
It is one ot the most fatal, and strange mis­
takes, that agriculture should not generally 
be regarded with more interest and respect, 
than any other business or profession in the 
country, when in reality it is of so vastly 

rcater importance to us than any other,— 
f Schools and colleges were established for 

the education and instruction of youth in 
the science and practice of agriculture, they 
Mrould begin to bo persuaded that the mat­
ter was really of 6omo importance, and 
oven might be oa respectable a business or 
profession for a young man as any other he 
could choose. In our humblo estimation 
agriculture pippcrly conducted, has a thou­
sand recommendations to a man of good 
education, and well regulated mind, that no 
other profession or business can offer.

There is no more pleasing employment 
than tho cultivation ol the soil, and manage­
ment of catfle, so that each shall produce 
tbe greatest possible quantity of food and
