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Fair Opened Under Most Favorable
Auspices—Ideal Weather, Splen-
did Exhibits and Large Crowds—
Mammoth Parade-—Formal Open-
ing by Lieutenant Govenor Bulyea

The Edmonton fair of 1909 opened
Tuesday under most faverable con-
ditions in every respect. The wea-
ther was ideal, the attendance was
the largest in the history for an open-
ing day, and ithe exhibits and other
attractions -surpassed all previous oe-
casions. A partially clouded sky
made the weather cool and enjoyable
for the immense crowds that filled the
streets and thronged the way leading
to the grounds. The attractions both
in exhibits and side shows were more
numerous and of a better standard
than ever before.

The Morning Parade.

Long before the-time set down for
the big parade on Jasper avenue,
which was the initial event of the four
days’ program, the streets were lined
with people. The sound of the Ed-
monton, Strathcona and Caledonian
Bagpipe Bands brought many more
to the chief points of attractions.
Shortly after twelve o’clock the
Ponoka Indians, in camp at Groat’s
flats, and numbering about 300 in all.
elad in gorgeous finery and decorated
with war paint and feathers, on
horses and in carts, passed down the
street to the point where all were
massed, at the corner of Jasper and
Syndicate.

A few minutes after one the parade
started west on Edmonton’s main
thoeroughiare. It was headed by

In a few words he congratulated the
directors upon the large attendance
and the fine weather and then, amid
applause, formally declared the fair
open.

The Attractions.

The main events of the day were,
of -course, the horse races and stock
judging. These were watched by a
large number of spectators, fully
3,000 people being on the grandstand
alone.

The attractions in front of the
grandstand included the Cowboy
quartet, the Gladstone children, the
Smiletta trio, the man of many hats
and a sword dancer.

Music - was furnished during the
afternoon by the pipers and the Ed-
monton and Strathcona bands.

The balloon ascension was mnot as
successful as it otherwise would have
been, owing to the wind, but the
aeronaut, Professor Kohl, went up
several hundred feet and then des-
cended to the ground, owing fo the
escape of gas from the balloon, with-
out the aid of the parachute.

In the evening he made a second
ascension and a parachute drop.
This, with the five mile running race,
formed. the principal evening attrac-
tion at the grounds.

The excursion to Lacombe will be
on July 20. Trains will leave Strath-
cona at 8.45 a.m, Etra coaches are
to be supplied on the regular Stettler
train. On the Wetaskiwin branch
there wil be a rate of one fare and
one-third plus $1.05. from Wetaskiwin
to Lacombe. Passengers will be pick-
ed up at Wetaskiwin by the Strath-
cona special and' carried to Lacombe,
returning with this train to Wetaas-
kiwin the same evening.

An excursion will be run from Cal-
gary to Lacombe on the same date,
leaving at 6.45 a.m., returning from
Lethbridge the same evening at 6.30
p. m. Thede trains will leave La-
combe on the return trip about 7 p.
m. the same évening.

A special train will be run from
Calgary to Lethbridge on July 23rd,
leaving Calgary at 5 a. m. A fare
and one-third will be given on the
regular train from Crow’s_ Nest fo
Lethbridge. A® fare and ome-third
from Walsh to Lethbridge, and on
the A. R. & I. Railway from Card-
ston and from Coutts leaving July
22nd and retirning on the 24th.

The superintendent of the experi-
mental farms will have séveral men
to act as guides, explaining to people
the various matters of interest to be
found on the farms. Short addresses
wil also be delivered. The Depart-
ment advises people to bring their
lunch baskets as.the farms are lo-
cated at some little distance from the
towns. Hot water will be provided
free of charge. It is hoped that the
people of the province and partica-
larly the farmers, will take advantage
of the cheap excursion rates to visit
these farms.

Government Field Agents.

The appointment of government
field agents by the provincial de-
partment of agriculture marks a new
departure in commection with educa-
tional and organization work in the
rural and unorganized communitics
of the provinee.

The department will have a body
of eighteen capable men who will
tz*ic cvrtain distriets of the province
a devote their time to the better-
ment of agricultural conditions,
They are men thoroughly acquainted
with all the acts- and ordinances un-
der the jurisdiction of the depart-
ment and will undertake to make the
farmers more familiar with the same.
These ordinances ineclude the agri-
cultural societies ordinance, fire and
game, fencing, herding and stock
inspection ordinances.

These government agents will*also
take the place of the old weed inspec-
tors who were very numerous
throughout the province and some-
times did not understand the nature
of their duties. The agents will visit
the erop* correspondents in the crop
districts and will give- them instru>-
tions as to what features to embody
in their - bi-monthly reports, They
will ‘hold “meetings in the outlying
distriets where- it is found impossible
to hdld institute weetings® in the
winter time and will lecture 'on the
destruction of weeds on the farm and

Revolvers and Stones Employed in
Pitched Battle—Haif a Dozen
Injured.

Pittsburg, Pa., June 28— The strike
situation in Pitsburg tonight is most
acute. The first blood was drawn, the
first shots fired,and the first rocks thrown
in the great street car strike this after-
noon, and now there seems no hope of re-
conciliation. In a pitched battle between
strikers and county officers at Rankin,
eleven miles from Pittsburg,. this after-
noon, fully fifty shote were fired. Stones
were thrown and clubs were used freely.
The known injured are: John Rondo,
strike éympathizer ,right ear torn from
head by bullet; James Lapp, striker, bul-
let through left arm, bone shattered;
John: E." Engler; county detective, club-
bed and beaten by strikers, condition ser-
ious; Richard T. Brown, county detec-
tive, kicked and beaten insensible by
strikers, taken to McKeesport hospital.

The battle which was very fierce, oc-
curred on the high bridge spanning the
Balttmore and Ohio tracks at Rankin
and near the car barns of the Pittsburg
Street Railway Company at thdt point.
It is asserted the detectives ,who num-
bered fourteen, were trying to slip some
strike-breakers into the Rankin barns. If
so the plan failed, and about a score f
persone who were with the party of de-
tectives are still mising as they got away
with great speed when the bullets began
to fly.

The detectives with the aleged strike-
breakers got off a Baltimore and Ohio
train early this afternoon and a cry went
up from the strikers. “Here comes the
strike-breakers.” Engler, who heard
the party, seeing an effort to enter the
car barne openly had been discovered,and
could hardly be carried out without
bioodshed,gave some orders and the party
turned, crossed the tracks and got upon
the bridge, edging over to the back of the
car barns.

Fully three hundred strikers and
their friends followed the detectives
and the men upon the bridge, while
a similar number came from the \gth-
er side, meeting the detectives when
they, with the party of strikebreakers
were about half way over the bridge.
“Throw them over; kill them; kill
them,” howled the angry strikers,
and Engler called his men, who pull-
ed their guns “I will blow the
brains out of the first man who tries
to touch any one of this party,’

by some one. With the blood stream-
ing from a bad cut in his eye, Engler
was up in a moment just as his fel-
low detectives fired a volley of shots
over the heads of the mob. This
called forth a yell of desision and a
volley of answering shots from the
mob in front. None of the detec-
tives were hurt, but is is maintained
that a half-dozen of the strikers who
formed the rear party were hit, as
they were helped away later. The de-
tectives then began to fight with re-
volvers in one hand and heavy slug
shot wrapped round the othes wrists.
Later Sheriff Gumber sent a special
train with thirty more armed detez-
tives to Rankin,

The Rankin barn where the trouble
occurred is- headquarters for the riv-
er valley division of the Pittsbuhg
Railway Company including McKees-
port and the riot-tamed homestead.

Nor was this the only demonstra-
tion made by the strikers today. A
crowded trolley car on the Pittsburg,
Harmony, Butler and Newcastle line
was held up at the city limits this
morning in broad daylight by piling
logs on the track to derail the car in
case it refused to stop. The strikers
declined to permit the car, whose
line does not belong to the Pittsburg
Btreet. Railway Company, to enter
city limits and come over the tracks
of the Pittsburg lines into the heart
of the city as has been the case.
Btrikers piled on the car, and mad=
all the passengers, 75 in number, get
off in the mud, the spot being about
eight miles from the heart of Pitts-
burg. A riot call was sent to Pitts-
burg and mounted police galloped to
the scene and found only a lot of
muddy, profane, stranded passengers.
The strikers had captured the car
and brought it into Pittsburg them-
selves flying a white flag in order
that it might not: be fired upon by
other strikers. Strikers alse attack-
ed a large wagon loaded with lumber
in the vicinity ‘of the Homelood barns
under the belief that the lumber was
to be used in erecting quarters for
strikebreakers. They unloaded the
lumber and set fire to it.

D. G. Newcome, in charge of the
mails at the Oakland post office wes
held up by a policeman at the sug-
gestion of some strikers today. New-
come pulled his revolver, loaded the
peliceman into the BX'S. mail wagon
and turned him over to the nearest
police station.

At a late hour last night Mrs. Mary
Wellings was overcome with nervous-
ness and fright while being taken to
her home in an automobile to see her
sick son, and died an hour after be-
ing taken from the machine, : She
had a dread of automobiles and could
not get to her son’s home by strect
cars,

MARKETS LOOSEN UP.

A close observer of the market
condition from week to week has
stated that there is a very percept-
ible slump in the high prices which
have been ruling for farm produca.
For several months hay, oats, pota-
toes and in fact everything that the
farmer has to offer for sale have
been so high that there has been a
gradyal falling off in the demand.
People began to exercise restraint
and seemed to buy no more than
wag absolutely necessary.

The disturbance which has been
going on in labor circles in the city
has also somewhat tightened the
reins of commerce., Sfores have ne-
ticed a {falling off il business and
the market square has felt that prices
had to come down or farm produ:ze
would have to be taken home with-
out a purchaser. The result is that
all exchange on the market square is
at prices considerably easier than
a few weeks ago. Hay prices have
fallen from $28 and $30 per ton >
$20 per ton. Potatoes have taken a
decline from $1 and $1.25 per bu-
shel to $75 and 80c per bushel. Oats
are about five cents per bushel low-
er and vegetables are hitting record
bottom prices.

Another cause for the break in the
market is the unexpected -advanze
bf the incoming crop. Instead of
being late the crops are as far ad-
vanced as last year and in. many
cases will be harvested earlier than
last year provided aill continues well.
New hay has made fits appearance
and at once demioralized the high
sprices-for-old huy. . Potatoep wili e
coming on earlier this year, resulting
in holders of old stock being more
Inclined to ease off on fthe prices.
Dairy products face the market unm-
der the most favorable conditions for
the production of butter and cheese,

“the high pedestal will likely have its
turn within another week.
