Stars Win FromBrighter Fishery
Prospects.

As the Germans were heavily en­
trenched their artillery from the out­
set played havoc with the French. 
The French wing at Dinant had been 
badly cut up, and nearly routed, when 
suddenly the strains of the Marseil­
laise resounded through the French 
lines. The men rallied and reformed 
and with splendid gallantry charged 
hurling themselves on the German 
troops, breaking through their lines 
and putting them to ‘flight. Several 
Austrian army corps invaded Russian 
territory, according to the Vienna 
correspondent of the Reuter Tele­
gram Co. The Russian advance on 
Zaloscc, Brody and Sokal, in Galicia, 
close to the Russian frontier, north 
eastx of Limburg, has been checked. 
A despatch from' Cettinje, Montene­
gro, by a correspondent of Reuter’s, 
says Montenegrin forces have been 
engaged for the last two days with a 
strong detachment of Austrian troops 
in the neighborhood of Grahave. The 
Montenegrin casualties in dead and 
wounded were forty-five. On August 
16th, the Austrians attacked the 
Western frontier of Montenegro from 
Krivcsiji, Grahave. and for some time 
the Austrian vessels bombarded Mon­
tenegrin troops who crossed the Bos­
nia frontier and occupied the town of 
Tschainitzau, after a fierce battle.

TURKEY ON THE MÛVE.
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, Aug. 17.
Official despatches say Greece had 

received information that Turkish 
troops are crossing Bulgarian terri­
tory and are marching in the direc­
tion of Greece. The Hellenic Govern­
ment in consequence of these reports, 
has notified Turkey that if this news 
should be confirmed, corresponding 
military measures will be taken im­
mediately by Greece.

Cue troops have taken the heights to 
the north of the Alsatian frontier in 
German territory, and the French line 
new passes through Abrechevillier, 
Lorquin, Asoudange gnd Marsal in 
the Don Region. We have occupied 
Schirmètk eight miles from Saales, 
in Alsace, and we have captured 12 
German field guns, 8 machine guns 
and 12 carriages with ammunition. 
Our cavalry hâs penetrated as far as 
Lutael, Hausen and Muthbachor 
Hoscheim. Farther to the south we 
occupy Ville, east of Durbeie, on the 
road to Schlestadt Mines.

London, We have1 therefore in the
interests of all our customers con­
sidered it/advisable to suspend all 
shipments for a time waiting further 
developments.

The Banks are’ closed until the 7th 
inst., the usual Bank Holiday having 
been extended to that date in order to 
relieve the financial situation.

The Government are arranging a 
State Insurance against War Risks, 
bfid if this shipment should work 
satisfactorily we hope to be able to 
resume shipments before long.

We may say some steamers are 
completing their loading and it is 
hoped they will sail as previously ar­
ranged.
