The fear that Imperial Preference 
may lead to undiluted Protection 
found forcible expression In the House 
of Commons debate on June 11th, 
when an amendment against the Pre­
ferential rates in .the Budget was de­
feated by a majority of 105. Sir Wil­
liam Joynson-Hlcks showed that 
while Preference In some cases ma­
terially reduced costs to the oonstna-i 
er, It haf been of substantial benefit 
to the Empire producer. Advantages 
have been mutual. Canada Is extend­
ing her Preference on British goods, 
and throughout the Empire the move­
ment is distinctly In favor of fiscal 
measures which aim at securing the 
hest of all markets on a reciprocal 
basis. Sir Edward Davson puts In a 
strong plea fortan ■ all-around Imper­
ial Preference of thirty-three and one- 
third per cent. It w<ml4 greatly sim­
plify matters If some such arrange­
ment could he egected, end no donbt 
the pros and cons will be well weigh­
ed at the Economic Conference. The 
case for Preference, always strogg, 
was never so strong as It Is to-day.
Apart from any question of making 
good the promise held out during the 
war, the action of other countries 
since the war and the economic needs 
ef the Empire combine to make it Im­
perative. Major Ashton’s references 
to Canada's need of markets, in his 
address on migration, are only an 
echo of the demand which is growing 
in Australia in connection with the 
movement. It cannot too often be 
pointed out that to send man to open 
up the vast spaces beyond the seas 
on)y to leave them at the mercy of 
underpaid alien labor or the dumpprs 
af heavily protected countries, to to 
Invite graver disaster than any whlfeh 
would follow Protection. Empire Pre­
ference reinforce, patriotic senti­
ment with tangible gain. Without it,
