INDIANS IMPOSED UPON.

The So-Called “Messiah Craze" Spreads 
to the Brules.

CHAMBERLAIN, 8. D., Nov. 20.—Deboze, 
a Yankton Reservation Indian, was in the 
city yesterday on his way to the Lower 
Brule agency. A party of fifteen or twenty 
teams loaded with his people accompanied 
him. These Indians are well educated and 
highly advanced, and it has been thought 
they would not be led away by the "Mes- 
siah craze,” but a talk with them brought 
out the fact that they also believe in the 
coming of the Indians' Messiah, who will 
wipe the whites from the face of the earth. 
They arc gradually being worked into a 
state of extreme excitement by the new 
craze. Emissaries of the "Messiah" are 
now working among the Sioux and Lower 
Brules, notwithstanding the vigilance of the 
agency authorities. An effort will be made 
to capture the disturbers.

CHICAGO, III., Nov. 20.—A dispatch from 
Valentine, Neb., says two traveling men 
who came east from Rushville declare that 
a courier came in Tuesday night with a tale 
that the anti-Messiah half-breeds and the 
ghost dancers had a row at the agency. He 
said 60 men had been killed or wounded, 
but this is probably the worst sort of exag­
geration. The town is full of refugees from 
the Indian country. The entire country 
is thoroughly aroused and all who 
can get away are doing so. About 600 
soldiers have reached Rushville. These 
troops are within about 40 miles of the 
Indians, and could be used at twelve hours' 
notice if necessary against the excited 
Sioux at the Rosebud agency, where the 
two whites are leading a ghost dance.

MINIATURE RIOT AT TORONTO.

Battle Royal Between Medical and Art 
Students.

TORONTO, Nov. 20.—There was a serious 
row this morning between the medical and 
art students at the university, who in­
dulged in a free fight for about three- 
quarters of an hour on the university lawn. 
Sir Danial Wilson appealed to them to 
stop, but the students went on with the 
fight. Vice-Chancellor Mulock endeavored 
to persuade them to desist, but with a like 
success.

Finally Sir Daniel made another appeal 
to the honor of the students and with more 
success, the fight being stopped. One hun­
dred students took part. So far as heard 
there was no serious damage done.

The reason for this advance 
is the increased cost of the raw material, and 
the general opinion is that it is justifiable on 
this ground. Stocks on hand are generally re- 
ported to be large, however. The grocery trade 
is quiet with white sugars 4c lower. Dried 
fruits are very firm in sympathy with advices 
from primary markets. The hardware trade is 
quiet, with only a moderate sorting trade.
