DISASTROUS FIRE 
San BeThardino, Cal., Nov. il—A 

forest lfire has destroyed Brook! ng’s 
Mill in Fredai.bra Park and burned 
over 10,000,000 of lumber.

Expenses of the War Expected to Total 
Fully $500,000.000--Praise for 

Canadians.

London, Nov. ID.—Under date of Jo­
hannesburg, Nov. 12, Lord Roberts tel­
egraphs to the war office as follows:

“Bundle reports skirmishes with 
email parties of Boers in the Harri- 
smith, iReltz and Vrede districts re­
cently. The commandoes appear to 
be acting independently and with no 
object except to give as much annoy­
ance as possible to the British. Our 
casualties in these skirmishes were 
two killed and seven wounded.

“Douglas arrived at Ventersdorp on 
Nov. 11, from Zeirust, capturing dur­
ing the march 21 prisoners and a quan­
tity of cattle and sheep. Ventersdorp, 
which has been a depot of supplies for 
the Boers, will now be cleared out.’’

COWBOYS’ COMPLAINT.
One hundred and forty American 

cowboys and muleteers who went to 
South Africa on British mule trans­
ports arrived in London Saturday. 
They are loud in their denunciation 
of their treatment on the home jour­
ney, and intend to formally complain 
to the board of trade. They declare 
the rations served had to be thrown 
overboard ; that they would have 
starved had they not paid exhorbitant 
rates for extra rations, and that they 
were berthed over horse stalls, where 
the heat and odor were unbearable.

COST OF THE WAR.
Parliament will assemble Dec. 3 to 

vote the expenses of the war in South 
Africa, which are now expected to 
amount to fully £100,000,000. Before 
Christmas an adjournment will be 
taken until the end of January.

“I met a young Cline on the field one 
night about 4 o’clock, and we watched 
French’s guns firing, but it Was more 
interesting to talk over old days and 
about all the boys. I saw some of the 
Canadian artillery on my way up from 
Pretoria a month or so ago, and tbey 
told me thait they knew Barrett, but 
he was sick, but they did not know 
where.” He again refers to the loss 
of his diary when he was captured, 
expresses the intention of writing an 
account of the part of-the campaign ha 
has been through, when opportunity 
permits, and is hoping for a return 
home by Christinas.

CLAIMS $100,000.
Paris, Nov. 13.—Dr. H. L. McAuley, 

of Chicago, who has arrived in this 
city from the Transvaal, says he In- 

j tends to present a claim for $100,000 
i damages against the Portuguese gov- 
i eminent for imprisonment at Lorenzo 
I Marquez, as soon as he can lay his 
i case before the state department at 
j Washington. He says he is one of the 
! few Chicago members of the Red Cross 

Society who refused to tear off tha 
badge of the organization and shoulder 
a rifle in behalf of the Boers. Through­
out the war, Dr. McAuley alleges, he 
stuck to the ambulance and tended 
both the Boer and British wounded. 
Dr. McAuley is very incensed at tha 
treatment which he declares Ameri­
cans received at Lorenzo Marquez, be­
ing singled out for arrest among all 
the refugees. He himself, he adds, 
was thrown into prison for six days, 
finally being shipped off to Europe by 
Trieste without a charge being mada 
against him or being placed on trial. 
All his surgical instruments and per­
sonal effects, to the value of $700, dis­
appeared during his incarceration.
