New York, May 28.—For the death of 
Vincent Scarpati, a grocer, a jury 
brought in a verdict of $25.000 damages 
against the Metropolitan Street Railway 
Company before Justice Lawrence, of the 
supreme court. Justice Lawrence denied 
motions to set aside and to reduce the 
verdict, and gave an extra allowance of 
$1,250.

Scarpati, whose grocery was at Fiftieth 
street and Second avenue, started for 
market in his wagon early on the morn­
ing of Oct. 10 last. In Third avenue, at 
Forty-eighth Street, a south-bound car 
struck the back of his wagon. He was 
thrown head first to the pavement, and 
died in a few moments. His widow, 
Giuseppa, brought action against the 
company, through Lawyer Thomas E. 
Munday, for $50,000 damages.

The company urged that Scarpati was 
negligent in attempting to cross the 
tracks, as he ought to nave observed the 
proximity of the car. The contention of 
the plaintiff was that the motorman, 
although in plain sight of the approach­
ing wagon, drove forward at a rapid 
pace, taking chances on the wagon clear­
ing the trade in time for him.

This is one of the largest verdicts of 
the sort rendered in our courts. Prob­
ably the largest was that found against 
the same company for causing the death 
of Capt. George B. Rhoads, of the 7th 
Regiment. The verdict in his case was 
$37,000.
