St. Petersburg. Jan. 31.—The Asso­
ciated Press telegrams from Man- 
churia do not indicate developments of 
importance since General Grippen- 
berg's orders to abandon the advance. 
The Japanese yesterday made a dem­
onstration in the eastern district, but 
apparently it was not serious. The 
operations on the Russian right will 
probably not occasion further heavy 
fighting at present unless the Japan­
ese determine to follow up their 
counter offensive movement, which is 
not likely in view of dispatches from 
Mukden saying the cold is more in­
tense, thus rendering the movements 
of large bodies on either side well nigh 
impossible. One, result of the bitter 
cold has been to greatly increase the 
mortality among the wounded.

Military critics do not express ap­
proval of General Kuropatkin's offen­
sive move, the Novoe Vremya declar­
ing it was a failure, and the Russ say­
ing it was neither a reconnaissance in 
force nor a demonstration, hence it 
could only have been undertaken to 
capture a strategical point and this 
object was not justified by events.
