boulders, present a delightful scene. At 
the Trossachs Pier, we took the steam­
er Sir Walter Scott, and had a beauti­
ful sail over Loch Katrine, passing very 
close to Ellen’s Isle. At Stronachlachar 
Hotel, we again took coach, and were 
again treated to more magnificent 
mountain scenery. The road leading 
down to Inversnaid is very winding and 
very steep. At the beautiful Invers­
naid Waterfall, a snapshot was taken 
of our party, standing about on the 
rocks and boulders, with the waterfall 
and little white footbridge above in 
the background. We enjoyed immense­
ly our sail over Loch Lomond, and now 
can fully realize what the "Bonnie, 
Bonnle Banks of Lomond" means. As 
we were nearing the end of our trip 
across the loch, we turned to take a 
farewell look of the scene. Mountains 
on either side of the lake, Ben Lomond 
standing so majestically up in the dis­
tance, the clouds coming down over 
and floating in and out between the 
different peaks and the sun shining on 
the whole, made it a scene which will 
ever be fresh In our memories. Landed 
at Balloch, we immediately took train 
for Glasgow. Had a very enj /able 
tram-car ride around Glasgow that 
evening, and in the morning left for 
Warwick, going via Birmingham, the 
home of Chamberlain. Two notable 
places of interest seen while travelling 
to Birmingham were the Castle of 
Drumlaring, the residence of the Duke 
of Buccleuch, and Gretna Green, where 
the runaway marriages were performed 
long ago. Arrived at Warwick and 
every one went into raptures over the 
Woolpack Hotel, where we stayed. It 
is a lovely, old-fashioned house, full of 
curios, beautiful silverware and Dutch 
pictures. That evening we all went for 
a stroll around the town and every one 
was more than pleased with the place. 
Next morning we started for Stratford- 
on-the-Avon, taking one of the most 
delightful drives we ever have had. 
The fine wide road, the beautiful gar­
dens, ivy on the. walls, and hedges, 
holly trees, fine old elms, the fields of 
red poppies, and the tall trees on either 
side of the road, sometimes meeting 
in an arch overhead, made this drive 
a memorable one. Then, also, we 
heard the English birds, the thrush and 
the skylark, singing. Saw the gate 
mentioned in “Merry Wives of Wind- 
sor," the home of Marie Corelli, the 
Red Horse Hotel, and we visited Ann 
Hathaway’s Cottage. It is a most ro­
mantic spot. In front is the old garden 
grown up with all kinds of flowers. In­
side, v. saw Ann Hathaway’s'bed- 
room, tne old four-poster bed, most 
wonderfully carved, and over 400 years 
old. The mattress is of bulrush, and 
the curtains of linen woolsey 200 years 
old. Then also we saw a piece of 
needlework, most beautifully done, by 
Anne’s sister. In another room is the 
old fireplace and settle, the oven, bacon 
cupboard, and a glass rollingpin. The 
ceilings of all the rooms are very low. 
We visited the house where Shake­
speare was born. It is built of frame- 
work, timber and plaster. Part of it is 
used as a museum, dedicated entirely 
to Shakespeare. Here we saw the old 
manuscripts and letters, portraits and 
busts of Shakespeare, and his signet 
ring. In the birthroom, the 
ceilings and walls are almost 
entirely covered with signatures of men 
and women of Shakespeare’s time.

iThere is only one original window 
left, and on one of its small panes is 
the signature of Thomas Carlyle writ­
ten with bis diamond ring. We also 
visited the old church, where Shake­
speare is buried. In here we saw the 
font where the poet was baptized; also 
the old chained Bible, both dating back 
to the fifteenth and sixteenth centur­
ies. The church is situated on the 
banks of the Avon, and we stood at 
the water’s edge and gazed on the 
river, the beautiful white swans, and 
the trees overhanging the water, and 
then turned and walked through the 
lovely old churchyard, where is said 
to be the finest turf in England, with 
roses, roses, everywhere, and then on 
down the long avenue of tall trees we 
felt as though we had seen a picture 
that it would be impossible to find 
words to describe. Returning to War­
wick we devoted the afternoon to vis­
iting Warwick Castle, and the grounds 
surrounding it. The castle dates back 
to the fourteenth century, and as we 
passed from room to room we noticed 
in particular the immense thickness of 
the partitions. Here we saw beautiful 
paintings of kings and queens, numer­
ous coats of mall and armor, and pass­
ing outside we were pointed out the 
tree planted by the Prince Consort in 
1858. In the conservatory is the cele­
brated Warwick vase, valued at 30,000 
pounds. We took train for London, ar­
riving there late tn the evening, start­
ing sightseeing the following morning. 
We saw the clock called Big Ben. Its 
minute hand is 9 feet long, its hour 
hand 6 feet, and its tone is E Flat. 
Driving along, numerous places of In­
terest were pointed out to us, among 
them being the London house of the 
Duke of Buccleugh, Scotland Yard, 
Public Gardens, the Hotel Cecil, 
Cleapatra’s Needle brought from Egypt 
and Blackfriars Bridge now being en­
larged to accommodate the Increasing 
traffic. Also several statues and mon­
uments to noted men. Arrived at the 
heart of the city where seven «streets 
come together like a hub. Passed the 
Bank of England, walked into the 
Royal Exchange, drove over London 
Bridge, also, over Tower Bridge which 
cost three-quarters of a million 
pounds to build, and came to the Tower 
of London. This old tower teems with 
historical associations of a gloomy 
character, and has been the prison 
home of kings, queens, poets, states­
men, ecclesiastics and royal favorites, 
all, justly or unjustly, having spent a 
portion of their lives within the walls 
and in some cases ended them here. 
From the outside our guide pointed 
out to us the window of the room in 
which the two little princes were 
smothered, also the parapet, where 
Elisabeth, once a prisoner here, was 
allowed to walk, and which still re­
tains the name of “Queen Elizabeth’s 
Walk." Then there Is the Traitor’s 
Gate, through which the prisoners of 
long ago were brought into the tower. 
Inside we visited the banquetting hall, 
now containing firearms, cleverly ar­
ranged on the walls and ceilings, so 
as to form flowers and various kinds 
of figures. Here, also we saw different 
instruments of torture used long ago; 
the cloak on which General Wolfe 
breathed his last, the coronation robes 
of our King and Queen. In the coun­
cil chamber is kept the horse armory; 
also ranged around the room are many

The following is an interesting ac­
count of the recent trip of The Ad­
vertiser's European party:

From the time of leaving London, 
Ont., on July 1, until the time of 
reaching that place again, on Aug. 9. 
our tour was one of great enjoyment. 
The auto trip through Toronto, espe­
cially through High Park, was very 
delightful. Going right on through to 
Montreal, we had just time enough for 
breakfast there, and to get our car for 
Quebec, where we boarded the magni­
ficent ocean liner, Empress of Ireland. 
We were all delighted with the Em­
press. Everything is arranged for 
one’s comfort and convenience on this 
boat. We made the acquaintance of a 
great number of very nice people while 
on board, and were sorry to say good- 
bye to them on landing. At Liverpool 
we were very much impressed with the 
bustle and stir, and in particular we 
noticed the good stamp of horses used 
there. After meeting our guide, Mr. 
Bergin, we went at once to our train, 
which was to convey us to Edinburgh. 
Here we found special compartments 
reserved for fis, as on all other subse­
quent journeys. There is certainly a 
vast difference between English , and 
Canadian trains. The English trains 
are much smaller, but on account of 
the excellent roadbed they travel a 
great deal more smoothly than do our 
trains. The compartment method, with 
perhaps eight or ten people in a com­
partment, appeared rather funny to us 
at first, but we soon got used to that. 
From the view from the train we got 
a good idea of the beauties of Englisli 
landscapes. It was one continual pic­
ture of hills, valleys, hedges, green 
fields, rivulets and cascades, shrubber­
ies, old churches, here and there the 
ruins of some old abbey all overgrown 
with ivy. In no other country did we 
see roses grown in such profusion and 
beauty as in England. The towns are 
quite large and are quite close to­
gether. and are mostly manufacturing 
centres of some industry or another. 
Passing through Carlisle we found 
ourselves in “bonnie Scotland." The 
scenery in Scotland, although as beau­
tiful as that of England, is of a wild­
er nature. We could see the Cheviot 
Hills, covered with the purple heather, 
towering so distinctly against the sky. 
We passed over the beautiful Tweed 
River several times, as its course is 
very winding. At Melrose we caught 
a glimpse of the old abbey ruins there. 
Arrived at Edinburgh, Waverly sta­
tion, about 3:30 that afternoon. Started

fine specimens of armor. To mention 
a few, there Is one suit of Henry VIII., 
weighing 81 pounds,Damaskened armor 
given to Henry VIII in 1514; tourna­
ment suit of Dudley’s in 1566. Cham­
pion suit of George II. In here also 
are bow-staves and catch-poles used 
by thief-catchers. We saw the block 
and axe used for executions in this 
room. In another room are kept the 
crown jewels, which are very interest­
ing to see. In going from this part of 
the tower across the court, to Beau­
champ Tower we had pointed out to us 
the Execution Spot, where Anne 
Boleyn, Lady Jane Grey, Earl of Sus­
sex, and several others ended their 
lives. In Beauchamp Tower we saw

sightseeing at once, going directly to 
the castle, passing en route the Prin­
cess Gardens, which are indeed very 
beautiful. Here are statues to Dr. Liv- 
ingstone, Adam Black, Allan Ramsay, 
and other noted men, and also the 
world-famous Scott monument, tow­
ering in graceful proportions to 190 
feet. In the niches are statuettes of 
familiar figures from Sir Walter 
Scott’s novels and poems, while under 
the canopy is a marble statue by Sir 
John Steell of the famous author and 
his dog Bevis. Once up on the Bat­
tery, a magnificent view is afforded of 
the northern section of the city. Up 
on the Bomb Battery stands St. Mar­
garets Chapel, the oldest building in 
Edinburgh, and the smallest church 
building In Britain. In front is "Mons. 
Meg," the big old cannon supposed to 
have come from Belgium.’ The castle 
itself is an immense stone structure, 
surrounded, of course, by a stone wall 
and built on a huge rock, whose sides 
are almost perpendicular. From here 
we drove to Galton Hill and saw the 
Nelson and national monuments and 
the Calton jail. on Sunday morning 
some of the party went to St. Giles to 
attend service. It is a beautiful old 
church, containing much of interest in 
the shape of monuments and tablets to 
notable personages, among others to 
Montrose, Argyll, Jenny Geddes and 
Robert Louis Stevenson; as well as the 
tattered remnants of the old regiment­
al colors of the Scottish regiments. In

church is the second largest church 
in Europe, St. Peter’s In Rome, being 
the largest. We all sat down and gazed 
up into the immense dome, beautifully 
decorated in mosaic work. Down in 
the Crypt Chapel below we saw where 
Christopher Wren is buried, also the 
last resting place of the remains of 
Arthur, Duke of Wellington; Nelson Is 
burled in the centre of the church, di­
rectly underneath the dome. Also saw 
the funeral car of Duke of Wellington. 
Monuments to Nelson, men of South 
African war; also, several other sta­
tues and monuments to various heroes 
and statesmen. On the way back ,to 
our hotel we passed down Fleet street,, 
passed the boundary marked by a statue 
between London and Westminster Saw 
the home of the prime minister, also 
the new war office. In the afternoon we 
went driving, past St. James’ Park, 
Prince of Wales' house, Hyde Park, 
Buckingham Palace, Duke of Westmin­
ster’s house; drove through Pall Mail 
and Piccadilly streets, our guide point­
ing out to us the houses of the nobil­
ity, also clubhouses, also the house 
where Lord Byron parted from his 
wife. We saw the Marble Arch, where 
only the King drives through, and 
then visited the Walter collection, val­
ued at six million pounds, which is 
indeed very fine. On Friday we visit­
ed the Tate gallery, also drove past 
Lambeth Palace, where the Archbishop 
of Canterbury resides; Victoria Tower, 
the largest square tower in the world; 
Parliament Buildings, the seven hospi­
tals, statue to Boadicea, and on to 
Westminster Abbey, which Is English 
history In stone.We walked all through 
this church, saw the Poets' Corner, the 
graves of Dickens, Handel and other 
noted people. The oldest grave is that 
of King Sebert, who died in 616. We 
also saw the chapel of St. Mund and 
Henry VIII.'s chapel. In this church, 
as well as St. Paul’s, we noticed in
