Diaz in Control.

Mexico City, ¥Feb. 9. — The army rose
in revolt in Mexico City today, took
possession of the public buildings, shot
down federal adherents in the streets,
released Gen. Felix Diaz, the leader of
the Vera Cruz revolt, from prison, and,
falling into line under his banner,
practically captured the Mexican cap-
ital.

Francisco Madero, president of the
republic, and the members of his cab-
inet took refuge in the National Pal-
ace, where they were besieged, but,
with some loyal troops at their back,
succeeded in defending the palace from
the assaults of the revolutionists.

Madero's family have taken refuge
in the Japanese legation, and the pres-
ident is making a fight, desperate in
its efforts, against what appears to be
enormous odds, for retention of his
power.
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Holds the Arsenal.

Gen. Diaz, who is the nephew of the
deposed president, Porfirip Diaz, is now
at the head of a majority of the cap-
ital troops, including most of {he artil-
lery, and is in possession of the ar-
senal in the city and the pow der works
near by.

Madero is relyving on the loyalty of
(Gen. Blanguet, who has been summon-
ed from Toluca, 40- miles distant, but
Blanquet has only a thousand mem un-
der his command, and the rebelg are
confident of defeating him gshould he
refuse to join in the movement of re-
volt.

The day was marked by four separ-
ate engagements, the most sanguin-
ary of which teok place in front of the
National Palace, but the most ime
portant was that which terminated in
the formal surrender of the troops
in the artillery barracks.

1t is believed that mot less than 209
persons were Kkilled in the fight-
ing. Among the number was Gen. Ber-
pardo Reyes, a sirong adherent of Por-
firio Diaz, and an ex-gecretary of
war.
