Submarine Sinks
British Steamer

HAVRE (Via Paris), Nov. 26.
—The British steamer Melachite
has been sunk by a German sub-
marine a few miles northwest of
Cape La Heve, which is about
three miles from Havre.

The Melachite, a steamer of
about 2,000 tons, belonging to the
Cunard Company, was bound
from Liverpool to Havre. She
was stopped by the submarine
and the crew was given ten min-
utes to get into the ship’s boats.

After this was done the sub-
marine sank the Melachite and
then closed her own hatches and
dove down beneath the sea, leav-
ing the crew of the steamer to
make their way to Havre. They
arrived safely a few hours after
their boat had been sunk.
