Teachers Conclude Interesting Course; Demonstrating

Value of Music As First Aid To School Weork.

Do vou possess a fine sénse of
ythm ?
not it behooves you to get busy
and cultivate it.

A sense of rhythm is not only es-
sential to dancing jazz or “tickling
the ivories” successfully, according to
Miss Ethel McKee, who with Miss
Mae Skilling of Toronto has been

nducting a special course of musi-

1 dnstruction for. teachers of the
city schools for several weeks past,
A sense of rhythm, developed by mu-
sic, she declares, is an invaluable
factor® in maintaining physical and
mental health and physical, mental
and spiritual poise.

“It/ co-ordinates mind, brain and
muscles,” she told the women's depart -
ment of The Advertiser yesterday.
shortly before the final program of
the course of demonstrations which
have been given in the new Victoria
‘School, by permission of the board
of education and through arrange-
ment of E. W. G. Quantz, supervisor
of music in the schools.

Miss Skilling and Miss McKee have
given to local educators a revelation
with regard to the manner in which
music may be related to school stud-

any further crowding of the curr'lcu-
lum. In doing so they have demon-
strated beyond contradiction the
music box and records as an aid in
teaching reading, history, geography,
arithmetic, even writing, as well as
making interesting physical drill.
Not Just Fad.

“This isn’'t a mere fad,” said Miss
McKee very earnestly. “Everything
we do and suggest is based on sound
pedagogic principles and is applicable
to the smallest country school as well
as the most elaborately equipped city
school. The work we suggest pro-
motes concentration and discrimina-
tion, trains memory and stimulates
imagination. Aren't these four things
most essential to making the, most
of education and of life?

When assent was given, Miss Mec-
Kee continued, “both Miss Skilling
and I have had experience in teach-
ing in country as well as city schools
which stands us in very good stead.
We have also had a musical back-
ground. Miss Skilling conducted the
Perth Avenue School choir while
teaching in that school in Toronto,
and under her leadership it came to
be recognized as the' finest school
choir in Toronto. I am an associate
of the Toronto Conservatory of Mu-
sic, so we appreciate the side of the
public school teacher just as we do
the musical. It was our experience
with music as teachers which led us
into the work we are now doing.

“History becomes vivid and _real
when dramatized and set to music.

“Music is especially relap.ed to the
teaching of geography.”

Singing Geography.

“Do they sing the names of capes,
capitals, boundaries, exports and im-
ports now?’ asked the newspaper
person facetiously. . .

Evidently that was terribly anti-

quated pedagogy.

The enthusiast for making music
a real part of life didn’t even take
the trouble to ytter negation.

“The people in different countries
and climes have their, own peculiar
rhythms,” she said, “the southerners,
a languid rhythm, the peoples of the
north countries a stronger and more
rapid rhythm. The folk music, which
is typical, is effectively introduced in
the study of different countries.

“Music, of course, has its mathe-
matic side, which is very obvious.

“Music also is closely allied to the
teaching of writing. A well-known
Canadian expert on writing, Mr. Far-
mer, has said that rhythm is the
basis of all writing.”

And with this discovery the cat is
evidently out of the bag. The rea-
son is discovered for all the crabbed,
unformed, indecipherable hand-writ-
ing in the world." The people who
attempt to read gre not the victims,
but the perpetrators who learned to
write according to the wrong rhythm
or no rhythm at all.

King Tut.Influence.

“Would a war march -of an Egyp-
tian priest explain angular elbow
writing which looks like a parade
from Tut's tomb? And were certain
worthy Anglo-Saxons or Celts born
with a foreign Chinése rhythm,
which, uncorrected, led them ever
after to make signs for all the world
like hieroglyphics?”

Miss McKee wasn't prepared to say
on short notice, but the thing she is
trying to promote with musical aid
is dlear thinking, retentive memory,.
harmony of mind and body, and de-
ci&ion and grace in action.

The wind- program last evening
in Victoria School, in which an ex-
ceptionally large audience partici-
pated, ‘included a musical memory
contest. The “class” was asked to
write down on paper the names of a
dozen or so classics played on the
phonograph, such as Handel's “Lar-
go,” “Ase’'s Death” and ‘“Anitra’s
Dance” (Greig), and .an etude by
Behr, the ideal musical expression
of “The Elves and the Shoemaker”
from the sehool reader.

In addition there was a generous
proportion of rhythmic work, in
which London teachers have revealed
special interest, folk dances and ex-
ercises, entered into with much en-
thusiasm. An added treat was an
interpretive dance by Miss Gladys
Champion of Téronto, who presented
an Indian pantomime.

The memory test, according to Miss
Skilling and Miss McKee, was in-
tended, not as amusement, but to
give an idea of the manner in which
such tests are conducted for chil-
dren. The aim is not only to train
children "to appreciate good music,
but to retain and be able to recog-
nize it. %

Between ninety and one hundred
teachers, kindergarten, public school
and collegiate, have been enrolled fér
the whole course, a number more at-
tending each demonstration recital.
