NORTHERN MAIL SERVICE.
Mr. Grant moved, seconded by Hon. 

Mr. Humphreys, that a respectful ad­
dress be presented to His Honor, the 
Lieutenant-Governor, praying that he 
will strongly point out to the Dominion 
Government the very urgent necessity 
that exists for providing for the carrying 
of a mail once every month from the first 
day of April to the last day of October in 
each year, and at least three times dur­
ing the intervening winter season, be­
tween Victoria and Skidogate and Masset 
Inlet, Queen Charlotte Islands, by steam­

having accommodation for passengers. 
The hon. mover pointed out briefly the 

growing importance of that part of the 
province which was mentioned in his re­
solution. A few weeks ago a number of 
fishermen went up to establish fishing sta­
tions for the curing of the black cod or 
skil, one of the finest fish that swims. 
Queen Charlotte Island was a most im­
portant mineral locality, and a large band 
of horses and cattle was now running 
wild upon it. That part of the. country 
contributed more than one-fifth of the ex­
ports of the province, the total amount­
ing to $926,000 last year. Figures were 
given to show the commercial importance 
of the northern part of the province, 
which was certainly entitled to better 
mail accommodation than at present pro­
vided.

Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir suggested that 
twice a month was better than once a 
month, and advised that the resolution be 
so amended.

Hon. Mr. Robson thought that the hon. 
member for Cassiar was deserving, not 
only of support, but of credit. The gov­
ernment had been considering the ques­
tion of providing mail service up the 
mainland, where important timber and 
mineral interests were located, to the 
points mentioned and Texada Island. The 
government would make the strogest re­
presentations possible.

By the wish of the House, the resolu­
tion was amended to make the service 
fortnightly instead of monthly. \ '

Mr. Semlin thought that the Dominion 
government would find it in their, own 
interests to act upon the resolution.

Mr. Croft supported the resolution, the 
passage of which he thought would great­
ly advance the lumbering interests of the 
northern part of the province.

Hon. Mr. Humphreys condemned the 
want of unanimity among Island and 
Mainland members in the Dominion par­
liament, which he thought was the cause 
of British Columbia not getting a fair 
share of the revenue from the Dominion 
government. Nova Scotia, by her belli­
gerent attitude, had secured all that they 
were entitled to from the Dominion. The 
provincial government should be aggres­
sive in procuring their fair share of the 
revenue.

Hon. Mr. Turner agreed with the re­
marks of the hon. member for Comox. 
The government should be more agressive 
in standing out for their fair share of the 
Dominion revenue. The want of more 
reliable mail accommodation ' had long 
been detrimental to business, and to set­
tlement in the north. The Dominion 
had not treated British Columbia with 
fairness. Even this year a miserable pit­
tance had been devoted to the encourage­
ment of the fisheries. The eastern fish­
eries received far more encourage 
It was unfair to handicap the fisht 
by imposing a tax of $25 on each boat, as 
was the present law. It would be fully 
as fair to tax the farmer upon the plow 
which he used in tilling the land. The 
fishermen were not unwilling to pay a 
reasonable tax, but they had a right to 
expect some help in return. The want of 
improvements on the Skeena, which 
should have long ago been made by the 
Dominion Government, was the cause of 
much loss to the fishermen. He warmly 

rted the resolution.
Bole hoped that the press would 

express, not only the unanimity of the 
House upon the important subject under 
discussion, but the cause of that unanim­
ity. The extension of the postal service 
was the forerunner of advancing civiliza­
tion. The Government of Canada had 
been very remiss in the matter of postal 
accommodation. The legislature should 
not ask as a favor, but should demand as 
a right, the improvement of the mail 
service, as the representatives of the en­
tire province.

Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir called attention to 
the importance of the question from a 
business point of view.

THE YELLOWSTONE TRAGEDY.
The Story of the Massacre of French Tourists 

Pronounced a Baseless Fabrication.

St. Paul, March 12.—Within the past 
few weeks special despatches from Chey­
enne, Wyo., have been given publicity 
all over the country, giving accounts of 
various kinds of outrageous crimes per­
petrated in out-of-the-way regions in 
Wyoming, all lacking the element of pro­
bability." These have been doubted by 
people acquainted with the country, but 
no positive denial of them has been made. 
Yesterday the Cheyenne correspondent 
sent out a most blood-curdling account of 
the killing of five French tourists in the 
Yellowstone park. An official of the 

"Northern Pacific railroad was seen to-day. 
He said he had been investigating the 
matter, as, according to the story, the 
party must have come over his line. Care­
ful inquiry at all points where they would 
have been liable to have left the road to 
go into the park region, failed to record 
such people having been heard of. No 
such guide is known in any part of the 
park region as the man mentioned in the 
story, there is no such place as Rattle­
snake canyon in the park, and no one has 
been in the park for two weeks.

The story is pronounced a “fake,” on a 
par with the killing of Mexicans searching 
for buried treasure and several 
romances which have emanated from the 
Cheyenne correspondents.

Mr. Semlin moved, seconded by Mr. 
Martin, that a respectful address be pre­
sented to his honor the lieutenant-gover­
nor, asking his honor to bring to the 
attention of the Dominion government the 
necessity of providing weekly mail facili­
ties from that part of British Columbia 
from Okanagan to Osoyoos and Rock 
Creek and Keremoos.

In the district which it was proposed to 
benefit, the service was particularly 
fective, and it could be rendered all that 
was wanted without entailing any great 
expense to the Dominion government.

Mr. Bole said that it had come within 
his own knowledge that settlers had been 
put to very considerable loss by the pre­
sent defective mail service. He outlined 
the difficulties at present met with by the 
settlers in the transaction of business ow 
ing to the present postal arrangements, 
and recounted one. particular instance 
where $26 had to be paid in order to get 
a letter to its destination. He hoped that 
the question of improved postal communi­
cation would be fully discussed and acted 
upon by the House.

Mr. Duck quite agreed with the resolu­
tion. There could be no doubt that im­
proved postal facilities 
desired. The people who wish 
post offices or improved accommodation 
should, however, .petition the Do- 
jninion government in the form pro­
vided, and their wishes would no 
doubt be met.

Mr. Grant dwelt upon the important 
influence on commerce and settlement, 
borne by the opening up of a better mail 
service.

Mr. Semlin, in reply 
said that a petition such 
ferred to, had already been forwarded to 
Ottawa.
