|COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

A Prima Facie Established Against
the First Two of the Sup-
posed Kidnappers.

Other Examinatiens in Progress—
Thirty or Forty Persons Said
to Be Implicated.

NawaiMo, Jan. 25.—When the cases of
Juranson and Holtz were called this after-
noon Superintendent Hussey addressed the
court. He began by reviewing the circum-
stances of the capture of these two men,
who, with others, had by threats and vio-
lence compelled the seamen to leave the
Bawnmore. Unfortunately, he. said, such
ocoasions were not unusual; but the author-
ities were getting tired of such work, and if
the police were to do their duty the prison-
ers identified must, without a doubt, be put
in a position where they would not be likely
to be a menace to society. ' On the part of
the Crown he contended that the only duty
of the present court was to ascertain if
a prima facie ‘case had been made
out by the police, and if so,
then they must be committed for trial. If
attention was to be paid by the court to
evidenice brought forward in cases of this
kind at the last moment by-the Union, the
result would be that all such cases would be
strangled, for he hesitated not in saying
that the Sailors’ Union had been unscrupul-
ous enough to bring forward false evidence.
He contibued : -

‘I might say for the benefit of all Union
seamen and other present, that in futare all
such outrages will be sternly followed up
by the police and the guilty parties will be
prosecuted with the utmost rigor of the law,
regardless of every expense. This kind of
nonsense  has to be  stopped and
the authorities have made up their
minds to do it and it is high time, too,
for it seems to be generally recognized that
for some time these men have been raiding
perfectly regardless of consequences. He
concluding by again urging a committal. If
the men were innocent, he said, they could
take a speedy trial with little inconveni
ence. There the merits of the case wonld
be gone 'into; but in /the meantime no con-
sideration should be paid to the alibi
evidence now in.

Magistrate. Planta maintained the right
of the magistrates to take down evidence
when tendered, but conceded that it should
be entirely discarded.
