Promptly at 2 o'clock the Returning
Officer, Mr. Donald McKenzie, announced
that Mr. N. Clarke Wallace was the only
gentleman nominated, and therefore it was
his pleasing duty  to declare ‘Mr. Wallace
unanimously elected.

POISON EPIDEMIC.

Drinking Water for Non-Unionists Dosed
With Crotom Ofl—The Victims Are
Imported Hungarians,

Easr Livereoor, 0., Dec. 21.—A story
of attempred and partially successful whole-
sale poisoning, similar ~to that alleged at
Homestead, comes from New Cumberland,
WV :

A large number of Hungarians have been
imported to take the places of striking
workmen in the Johm Porter Company’s
tile and brick- works. Recently these
men have been complaifing of sickness
and many of them have left in consequence.
The trouble was charged to the water kept
for drinking purposes in barreis about the
works. An investigation leads to the be-
lief that the drinking water of the work-
men had been heavily dosed with croton oil.

4 VILLAGE BURNED,

Fourteen Peopla Either Barned to Death
or Killed.

Fourteen ,of
the villagers were either burned to death

ANARCHIST CODE.

Social Revolution Is to Be Considered the
First of Dnties.

MapRrip, Dec, 21.—The authorities have
found a code of Anarchist laws providing
as follows:

The first duty of a companion is absolute
disregard of life. He must recognize but
that of the social revolution and no enemies
but capital andbourgeoisie. Compaaions
recognize no jurisdigsion save the tribunal
of honor appointed of themselves, the deci-
sions of which are irre ble.

Every Anarehist is obliged ‘to defend jhis
companions at the peril of his life. The
social revolution i8 to ke considered the first
of duties and obligations. Every Anarchist
must repudiate all revolutionary movements
which have not for their direct object the
destruction of capital.

No Anarchist;can refuse to carry out any
mission that can be entrusted to him, ex-
cept in the case of physical impossibility.
No Anarchist can exercise a public function
without the auttority of the assembly;
neither can he take part in any manifesta-
tion foreign to the cause.

No Anarchist can belong "to any other
group unless with the object of discovering
secrets in the interest of Anarchism, or
unmagking the movements of a false com-
panion—an accomplice of the bourgeoisie.

The latter will Ee considered the most
important service rendered to-the cause,
All Anarchists accept the revolution with
all its.consequences, and bring to: bear on
the propagation of their ideas all.their in-
telligence, courage and energy.

4 GOVERNMENT DETECTIVE SENT
To THE SCENE,

How the Sate in the OCanadian Express
CUompany's Office’ Was Plundered—
Opened By a Duplicate Key and $7000
Just Placed Therein By Local Banks
to Be For d to T , Stolen,

The Attorney-General’s Department yes-
terday despatched Government Detective
Joe Rogers to Sarnia to investigate the
robbery of $7000 from the safe in the office
of the Canadian Express Company in that
town, the boldest and most daring robbery
that ever occurred. The robber, or rob-
bers, if there were more than -one, made
good their escape apparently without leav-
ing any tangible clue. The robbery has set
Sarnia in a fever of excitement, and ru-
mors as to who were concerned in the affair
are many and varied.

Thomas Cook, jr., who superseded Ernie
O. Clark about two months ago as the agent
of the company, has been sick abed for the
past few days, and the office was in charge
of James McMahon, who, with the delivery
man, comprised the office force.

At 12.25 o’clock McMahon, after having
returned from the 12 o’clock train for the

east, locked everything valuable into the

office safe, which is an’ old-fashioned key-
lock affair, and, after locking the front
door, went for his mid-day meal. Upon

bis return, at five minutes before 1, he-

found the door of the safe open with a
key sticking in the key-hole, and $7000 in
currency missing. ' The money had just
been brought into the office at a few minutes
to 12, by the local banks, to be forwarded
to Toronto.

The perpetrators of the robbery gained
entrance through rear a door in the base-
ment, which had been left open for the de-
livery of some coal. From the basement
1t was practically an easy matter to get
into the office through a trap in the floor,
after which all that remained to be done
was to unlock the safe .and abstract the
packages wanted. After getting the booty,
the robber made his exit and in the same
way as he had entered.

The key was a duplicate, and was evi-
dently made by the robber himself from an
impression procured in some wuy from the
original key to the safe. It is a rather
crude affair, and is pronounced by a
locksmith not to have been made by a ‘me-
chanic. The robber was evidently well ac-
quainted with the methods and business of
the office, as it was an unusual thing to
have that amount of money in the office,
He seemed also to have been cognizant of
she fact that the valuables were sent east
on the second express and not om the 12
o'clock train, on which other express
matter is sent. If the officers have any
suspicion who the guilty parties are, they
are keeping it to themselves. Ruinors are
many, but at the present time it would be
an injustice to connect any.person’s name
therewith.

Canada Could Burn Every United
States Town on the Great Lakes—Naval

Cuicaco, Dec. 21. —“If Canada has built
and armed three vessels for service on the
lakes, as described by the officers of the
Revenue Marine Service at Washington, it
amounts to a declaration of war,” said
Maj.-Gen. Nelson A. Myles to-day, allud-
ing to the report that the Dominion has in-
creased its armed force on the great lakes.
“I donot want to be quoted as saying
that Canada or Great Britain means war,”
said Gen. Myles. ‘“The fact is, though,
that these three  vessels are 'in
direct violation of the treaty of 1817,
which limits the war vessels that either our
Government or Great Britain can maintain
ou the lakes to a certain number and limits
their gun power, The action of the Cana-
dian aathorities in = buildi the three
vessels described by the officers of the
Revenue Marine Service violates the treaty
in both particulars. .
