tions were dissimilar in their wants.
They had not proper representation at 
the County Council and this would some­
what remedy that evil.

Mr. Jos. Ingram thought a division at 
the present was most inopportune. The 
townships had got into, difficulties and 
the people who had been the main insti­
gation of getting it into trouble were 
wanting now to crawl out of the diffi­
culties. The returned lands were surely 
good for three years’ taxes, and if so 
the north could lose nothing by the 
south. He alluded to the section pro­
posed to allot to the south as a gerry­
mander of the w'orst kind.

Mr. David Duncan said he had collated 
figures from the townships of Markham 
and Scarboro and they could run their 
affairs in the north as cheaply as these 
could; he was undoubtedly oL-^fre -opin- 
ion that it would be advantageous to 
the north to separate.

Mr. Isaac Dollery did not favor the 
proposed division. He thought if they 
wished to divide at all it should be as 

. East and West York. Money of the 
f south had been taken to cut down the 

hills of the north. When he was Reeve 
township was larger than at pre­

sent and they had been able to do all 
the work; why was it necessary to divide 
now ?

Mr. George Woods said he had been, 
instrumental in the opening up of the 
division. He was not opposed to the 
south, but he wanted to see their taxes 
paid. He would not allow any person 
to vote at municipal elections unless 
their taxes were paid. The township of 
Markham had some eight villages in its 
territory, and surely the proposed north­
ern. division could run their affairs as 
cheaply as it. If affairs remained as at 
present he would gladly trade for Mark­
ham property.

A motion was now made by Mr. F.
Turner, seconded by Elijah Armstrong,
That in the opinion of this meeting it 
is not j*t present expedient to divide 
the township of York:, and on being put 
to the meeting it was carried almost 
unanimously.

Reeve Hill in announcing the result 
said he had listened attentively to the 
arguments pro and con. Mr. Moore’s 
figures, he was satisfied, were correct.
He was opposed to any division. They 
were already too much governed. H a 
division took place it must increase the 
expenses. The present council 
deavoring to bring the township £Ut of 
the muddle it had got into. The very 
men who were seeking division were 
those who had dragged the township into 
debt. He would be interested in the 
north if the division came into effect, 
but if his interest was in the south he 
would be perfectly willing to divide.
