OTTAWA, May 29.—The Government 
proposes to give 85,450,000 for relief of 
the depositors of the Home Bank. Notice 
to this effect is contained in a resolu­
tion to be presented to Parliament, 
probably next week, the resolution to 
precede a bill to be based on it. The 
resolution reads :

"Resolved, that it is expedient to pro­
vide for the payment out of the con­
solidated revenue fund of the sum of 
$5,460,000 for the purpose of paying to 
the several persons who were creditors 
of the Home Bank of Canada for money 
on deposit or in current account eue* 
proportionate part of the amounts for 
which they are determined to be 
creditors in the liquidation proceedings 
as the said sum will provide, and to 
authorize the governor-in-council to 
raise by way of loan such sum as may 
be required for the purpose of making 
the payment aforesaid,"

According to the evidence given last 
year before the banking committee by 
Liquidator Clarkson the total deposits 
in the bank at the time of its failure 
was $14,767.000. A dividend of 25 per 
cent, was paid last year. This totaled 
$3,453,590. Another 10 per cent, is In 
prospect, which will yield about $1.500,- 
000. With the $5,450,00V to be provided 
by the Government the total to be 
realized will be about $10,400,000 out of 
the total deposits of $14,767,000. This 
is around 70 per cent.

NONCONCURRENTS MEET.

In St. Andrew's Church, on June 9, 
there will open a congress of non- 
concurring Presbyterians, to continue 
three days. It will be composed of 
three delegates from each organization 
which voted against union and an equal 
number from each organization minor­
ity, and Rev. J. W. -UaciXamara, sec­
retary of the Presbyterian Church As­
sociation. estimated that there will be 
between 1,500 and 2,000 men and women 
present, representing every province. 
There will be reports from key men 
in each section of the country, and in­
spirational addresses from prominent 
men and women, On June 11, when 
the original general assembly will have 
been absorbed Into the united church, 
the coneoncurrents will proceed to or­
ganise their own assembly. Their com­
missioners in the old body will b : aug­
mented by ministers and elders who 
have been in (attendance at the con­
gress, and for three or f«mr days they 
will wrestle with their own problems 
of organization. Reports will be ready 
from provisional committees who have 
been working on details of organization, 
of mission work, education and other 
Items of religious activity. It is the 
expectation that Rev. Dr. B. S. Scott, 
of Montreal, will be the first moder­
ator of the continuing church.

The Methqdists, who will meet morn­
ing and afternoon in Sherbourhe Street 
Church on June 9, have no official au­
thority, strictly speaking, but for all 
that they -will be thoroughly represen­
tative of the denomination. The body 
will be composed of the 150 Methodist 
members of the general council of the 
United Church, who were elected by the 
1322 general conference, and in addi­
tion an equal number of delegates 
chosen by the 12 annual conferences. 
On the general theme of "Consumma­
tion of U..ion" the delegates will hear 
reports on the events of recent years 
and outlines of plans for the future.

About 80 delegates will be present 
at Bond Street Church for the annual | 
meeting of the Congregational Union of 
Canada on June S and 9. The pro­
gram includes addresses by any men 
prominent in the denomination and the 
transaction -of the regular business. 
GENERAL COUNCIL.

■The general council Itself, when it 
meets on June 10, in circumstances of 
dramatic and historic interest, will con­
sist of 150 Methodists, 150 Presbyteri­
ans, 40 Congregation£(lists and 10 rep­
resentatives of the council of lo-cal 
union churches mostly from Western 
Canada. Meeting for the last time as 
Congregatlonallsts, Methodists and 
Presbyterians, the representatives of 
those denominations will gather at a 
central place and march to Massey 
Hall, undoubtedly escorted by many 
hundreds of nondelegates eager to have 
a part in the ceremony.

There will be a solemn service of 
dedication and consecration, on a form 
already laid down, in which Important 
parts will be taken by the heads of the 
three churches—Rev. Dr. S. D. Chown, 
general superintendent of the Metho­
dist church ; Rev. Dr. Pidgeon, If he is 
the new moderator of the present gen­
eral assembly, and Rev. Dr. Dr. W. T. 
Gunn, the chief negotiator for the Con­
gregational church in the union pro­
ceedings.
