of New York:—

« Qur representative called on the well
known commission merchant, g S-S
Palmer, 166 Reade Street, New York, who
is handling largely of apples as well as
other farm produce, and the following facts
were gleaned from him in regard to the
prospect of the apple market, which may
be of interests to our many readers west.

Owing to the failure of our Western
New York State crop, which has been the
usual source of supply to this market, we
will be compelied to draw on the West
and other distant points for oor winter
stock, both for home and export trade.
He says Nova Scotia has a good crop this
year, also other puints in the Dominion of
Canada and Maioe, New Hampehire and
Massachusetts in the East, and Michigan,
Missouri, 1llinois, Ohio and Indiana re-
port very fair crops. They have already
commenced shipping, but during the re-
cent warm weather they have not arrived
in as good condition as they will -later,
At the prices now prevailing for choice
fruit, $2.00 to $2.50 ¥ bbl., they can cer-
tainly sbip bere with profit, and he rees
no reason for any decline in prices, but
rather looks for an advance later when
the exporters begin to buy more freely.
The scarcity of green fruit bas bad a favor-
able effect on the market in both sun
dried and evaporated apples, and good
quality selling from 8 to 9c & 1b. Evap-
orators are all working to their fullest ex-
tent in the apple producing sections, and
the product will nodoubtedly be a large
one inasmuch as they are put up largely

“ in the south and all tbrough the weet, at
points too distant to market green fruit at
this season of the year profitably.

As regards the matter of cold storage, he
says business did not result profitably last
year and may bave & tendency to check
speculation in that way. Nevertheless
there will undoubtedly be sufficient stored
to last over until the new Southern crop
comes in, which is generally the latter
part of April. :

There is also an immense business done
jn canned apples and they are largely
used by bakers and export trade, a8 they
are prepared ready for use in a condensed
form therefore no waste, and are equal to
the green fruit for such purpose.”
