(Maritime Farmer.)

Stir the Soil.—It is an excellent plan 
to stir the soil in each pot at least 
once a week; this prevents its crusting 
over and roots up all weeds that may 
attempt to get a foothold and, most 
important of all, it allows air to get 
to the roots of the plant in such quan­
tities that the soil is kept sweet.

When Fertilizers Are Used.—Before 
applying any liquid fertilizers, it is al­
ways advisable to water young 
plants. The moisture in the soil en­
ables it to take up and assimilate the 
plant food and conduct it to the feed­
ing roots, as cannot when dry. If the 
fertilizers are given in dry form, dig 
them well into the soil about the 
roots of the plants. Some kinds are 
sol liable awl will dissolve readily in 
water. Bone meal, which as a stand­
ard plant food, is most effective if 
mixed with soil where it will be slow­
ly assimilated. Liquid manure, made 
hy ix)uring hot water over soil from 
the barn yard and leaving it to soak 
uie*il. the infusion is the color of weak 
table tea. is an excellent food for 
nearly all plants, but those living in 
the city will be obliged to depend on 
such fertilizers as can be bought at 
the florist’s or

The most menacing disorders that 
the Emmanuel Movement undertakes

rosis. The foundation of all these 
diseases may be expressed in tms one 
idea : ‘‘Deadly poison lies in evil
thoughts which the most searching 
drugs are powerless to reach.

The theory of the Emmanuel Move­
ment is to co-operate with science, but 
this is an incident rather than the 
primordial object. This union of re­
ligion and scieie-e in churcn work is 
astonishing, but the dramatic feature 
oi the movement is the conference 
with the pastor—what the Catholic 
Church designates as the confessional. 
It is at this conference that the pa­
tient bares his mind, and it is here 
the true relief comes to him. This con­
ference, it is maintained, has nothing 
in it partaking of the character of the 
confessional, but is simply " a confi­
dence established between pastor and 
patient. The little things that prey 
upon one's miiftl are freely revealed: 
the petty jealousies, the little annoy­
ances of life are discussed and with 
the discussion, pass away, and thus 
appear data and causes that the regu­
lar practitiowT could never discover. 
On this point Dr Worster said :

“I heard drunkards and others cured 
by us say that they were conscious of 
two things: of something that had 
died within them and of something 
that had been born within them. What 
had died within was the old evil tend­
ency. what had been born was the 
sense or power am! of oneness with 
Christ ami God. which they never ïiad 
before.”

To the new movement all creeds are 
welcome, and to the new movement 
all creeds have come. Not only is the 
union of religion and science advocat­
ed, b'.tft also there is advocated the 
union of all faiths in the work of 
healing.

Turn Your Plants.—in the window at 
least once a week, to give all sides of 
them an equal chance at the light. If 
drawn towards the glass and they will 
become onesided and be lacking in 
that symmetry which is one of the 
harms of a line specimen. No amount 

of pruning can remedy the difficulty 
which is the rest It of neglect.

Arrangements of the Window.—If 
.you have a collection of large and 
small plants, it is a good plan to 
place the largest ones at the sides of 
the window and the small ones in the 
centre. In this xvay the light gets to 
all of them satisfactorily and none 
suffer from lack of it as sbme must if 
the large ones are allowed to occupy 
the places near the glass. M

Hanging Plants.—Hanging plants are 
often total failure», because they do 
not get water enough. Being some- 
xvhat difficult to get at, they are ne­
glected. If much water is applied, a 
good deal of it will run off before the 
soil has a chance to absorb it, and, as 
a natural consequence, the plant will 
become very dry before more water is 
given, because of its exposure, on all 
sides, ;n a temperature several degrees 

higher than at the window’ sillf 1 
think I am safe in saying that nine­
teen plants out of every twenty die 
before they are three months old, and, 
in nearly every instance, death is the 
direct result of lack of sufficient mois­
ture at the roots. Give a hanging 
plant all the water it requires and 
there is no reason why it should not 
grow as well as the plants on the ta­
ble below it.

1 have a plan for watering this class 
of plants which 1 have frequently de- 
scribed. but its benefits are so obvious 
that 1 will make mention of it here. 
Take a tin can or cuj^^Mblding at 
least a pint, and make a few holes in 
the bôttom of it, fill with water and 
place it on the soil of the pot. Watch 
the result carefully. If the holes are 
too small or too few, not enough wa- 
ter will escape to keep the soil pro­
perly moist; if too large or too many 
you will find the soil is made wetter 
than it needs be. A little experi­
menting will enable you to so propor­
tion the supply of water to Hie require 
ment of your plant, that it will be an 
easy matter to keep them in just the 
right condition. The cup or can. 
made use of, can nearly always be hid­
den by the foliage of the plants. It 
is well to paint them green to make 
them less noticeable if there happens 
to be a sparcitv of foliage.
