I donot
want you to think that I am tired of
working with you, and want to shirk
the responsibility unto some one else,
because that is not the case; but be-
cause 1 care for it so much that I want
it to have every possible help and ad-
vantage which it is possible to give it.

1 want you all to think seriously of
this matter, and be ready to express
your wishes at the convention. ‘The
interests of our work must come first,
before individual feelings or wishes;
and we must try and find ou* how this
can best be done. \When your repang
come in, I may be agrecably astonished
both as to the quantity and quality of
your work. I only hope I may.
