Outside the English and Native Presby-
terian Churches forming this anion there
aro two other Presbyterian Churches in
South Africa — the Dutch Reformed,
numbering about 160,000 communicants,
and the Basato Chnrch, numbering up-
wards of 9,000 communicants.

The return of Dr. Nansen, the intrepid
Norwegian explorer, from his attempt to
reach the North Pole, after an absence of
three years and a quarter from the haunts
of men, has been dividing the interest of
the civilized world with the Armenian
maseacres, the progress of the Czar aund
Li Hung Chang's visit to Europe and
America. It ia one of the most remark-
able and daring journeys on record, and
also one of the most successful of all
Avctic exploits and attempts to reach
that stilt undiscovered spot of carth, the
North Pole. Tho story so far as it has
been told, and still more as it shall bo
when completed, reads wilder theau the
wildest romancings of Arabian Nights.
For nine months he and his compan-.
ion were absolutely alone with each other,
and travelled 460 miles on foot, described
a3 the “ most. terrible voluntary journey
on record.”” He reached to within 250
miles of the Pole after an absence of threce
years and four months. His vessel the
Fram, arrived st Hammerfest, two days
after Nansen. His welcome at Chris-
tianie was like that given to royalty and
well deserved to be. The strange fascin-
ation which the North Polo has for daring
spirits will doubtlesss only be increased
by the result of Dr. Nansen's voyage, sad
thero can be little doubt, but that
atteropts will never ceage until the point
that men have been graduslly creeping up
to for many long years is at last reached.
The general feeling would no doubt be one
of ro_]olcxug, and that he well deserved it,
1f Dr. Nansen should be that man.
